THE LAST HOURS OF COUNT CAVOUR. 
The Romans, it is said, crowned on the Capi- 

tol the physician who rid them of Pope Adrian 
VL The Italians of our own days would hang 
Count Cavour’s doctors if the execution would 
afford any relief to their feelings. Within a 
very short period of five days they attempted to 
cure the Count of four or more different com- 
plaints,—congestion of the brain, typhus fever, 
intermittent pernicious fever, brain fever, drop- 
cdg lastly t; and for all these discases 

they could think of nothing but their own sover- 
cign remedy—the lancet. The excitement of 
the Turin lation, when they became aware 
of the Prime Minister's danger, rose to almost a 
frantic pitch. The gateway and courtyard of 
the Cavour Palace, the street, and all the ad- 
joining avenues were strongly beset with eager 
faces, eager and silent, hardly imparting their 
fears to each other in an under-whisper. Had 
death been a visible, tangible enemy, you would 
have said the sullen, dogged espression of those 
countenances conveyed a firm, desperate resolu- 
tion to grapple with him. . 

Notwithstanding frequent fits of delirium, 
Count Cavour seemed to have a distinct pre- 
sentiment of his fate. Seeing himself alone 
with ‘his domestic attendants, he asked with 
great serenity whether his doctors bad for- 
saken him?” On being answered, with sur 
prise and concern, that they could never have 
thought of leaving him for a moment, he replied, 
with a smile, * Domattina, gli abbandonero io,” 
(“It is I who shall quit them to-morrow morn- 
ng.” 
ihe King paid re visits to the builder 

of the exalted fortunes of his dynasty. The 
dying man showed great strength and compo- 
sure throughout his agony. There was apparent- 
ly no intense suffering ; at least, no utterance of 
it. Ile talked with great volubility, and even 
with has wonted humour, both in moments of 
mental alienation and in lucid intervals. Not 
one word him throughout that betrayed 
the least feeling of resentment or animosity against 
any man living or dead. If this busy, scheming 
mind had no A ait for very expansive friend- 
ship or tender affection, it was, however, too lofti- 
ly raised above the sphere of human passion to 
harbour amy recoliection of injury or insult. 
Generosity was an instinct with hiv and cost blm 
no effort. He talked a good deal about politics, 
and to the last minute he ex a firm faith 
in the destinies of his country. He advised pa- 
tence and erance. 

Victor Emmanuel passed several hours in the 
sick room, conversing most affectionately with his 
faithful Minister. His Majesty, after a short ab- 
sence, returned again at eleven p. m., with the 
Prince Carignan, but the Count was no longer 
able to recognise the visitors. The King closed 
Connt Cavour’s eyes himself. No man in this 
world, and the greatest least of all, know pre- 
ciscly the juneture at which it is geod for them 
to die. hat loss the death of this great man 
has inflicted upon Italy coming events will soon 
tell ws."
