3The pil- 

grims were landed on an adjacent island, and 

soon afterwards the vessel was got ofl, leaking 

badly, bat the passengers, in spite of the waro- 

ings of the Naeoda, immediately re-cmbarked, 

and the ship was got under weigh, but the water 

gained so rapidly on them that they were com 
pelled to abandon the vessel, and in the rush to 

escape, nearly 400 cof the pilgrims are said to 
have been drowned in the wreck.
