We have been furnished by the United States

{ Counsul at this port, with tha. following extract

from a circular recently addressed by the Secre.
tar{ of State at Washington to the Diplomatic
and Consular offices of the United States, by
which it will be seen that berealter, for reasons
thervin stated, it will be necessary for persons
visiting the United Stares from foreign ports to
supply themselves with passports :—

1. It Las come to the knowledge of the Pre-
sident that evil-disposed citizens of States in
rebellion, foreigners engaged in aiding the same,
political emissaries, and citizens of the United
States and foreigners who are engaged in“the
African slave trade, have often openly or clan-
destinely, embarked at foreign ports for ports in
the loyrl States, and, on arriving in such ports,
bave engaged in uniawtul practices, name Y, to
seizo unarmed merchant vessels, carry on for
bidden trade, and furnish information, arms,
munitions, and other pid and comfort to the in.
surgents, and procure vessels and supplies for
Alrican slave traders, Now, theretors, Consuls
are required 1o apprise all persons hereafter
embarking at their respective ports, excepsing
emigrants who propose to take up their abode
in thiv country, that they must provide them.
selves with passports, il foreigners, from the
proper foreign autherity; or, it citizens of
the United States, (rom a Minister ; or, if there
is no minister of the United States in the coun-
try, from4 Couvsul of the States abroad, or
from this Departuient .to be endorsed by the
United States Minister, or by the Cousul at the
port of ewbarkation,
