Here the silver-tongued 
Robert Hall and the astute John Foster lived 
snd labored, and here they have loft their 
marks. The pumber gathered was the 
largest that has ever assembled in connection 
with the Baptist Union,

On Tuacsdey Foreign Misions were under 

consideration, Nearly two hundred brethren 
met in open committee, Colston Hall was 
filled to overflowing at the evening Mission. 
ary meeting. On Wednesday the session 
proper of the Union commenced, The Free- 
man says of the first sitting :— 

It wae a fine sight. There were the men who 
are bearing the burden and the heat of the day, 
and young men, students in colleges, or only 
just settled in their pastorates, and the grey- 
headed sires all mingling prayers and praises to- 
gether at the throne of God, and gladly respond- 
ing to the invitation of Dr. Steane to accompany 
him in the devotions of the day. Popular 
preachers were seated by the side ol unknown, 
but not less devoted, brethren, and the concord 
seemed to be complete, Dr. Gotch's rising to 
deliver the inaugural address was the signal for 
a cordial greeting. The president of Bristol 
College surpassed himsell. Many chairmen 
have done ably, but he has excelled them. all. 
In common with the others we had anticipated 
a paper characterised by sound sense, protound 
learning, and devout piety ; but we were not 
prepared lor the elaborate and eloquent discourse | 
with which the doctor favoured his auditors. 
Rare scholarly attainments, still rarer skill in 
dialectics, and a masterly grasp of his subject, 
combined with a deep acquaintance with theo- 
logy, boly confidence in the truth, and loving 
loyalty to Christ,gave an inexpressible charm to 
the paper be read, His subject was, CHRIST 
tHE CENTRE.
