Parts of several evenings were spent in 
examining candidates for baptism, A revival 
commenced among the children, and there scem- 
ed to be few left in the entire village who had 
not decided for Christ, 

Yesterday twenty-six were baptized, including 
six or eight from other places, At the commun- 
ion ninety-three were present, the largest num- 
ber that ever celebrated the Lord's Supper in 
Assam. [t was a scene beautiful and impressive 
in the extreme. Many hearts were melted and 
glorified God in the congregation of the saints,

Gowalpara, Feb, 4.—Our hearts are gently 
enlarged and encouraged as we look nt the steady 
progress of the work before us, At Belijana, 
some eight miles from here, the lord has raised 
up a Christian community of twelve within a 
few months, At Damra, some twenty-five 
miles south east of the latter place, there is 
a church of twenty-two. This includes those 
who live in villages round about, but meet at 
Damra for worship and religious instruction.
