PREPAAING SOIL FOR
FLOWERS.

Professional florists sometimes di-

‘rect those who purchasé growing

flower plants of them, to w.ork:jn a
generous supply of scouring sand
among the roots, which is_orthodox
advice. All sorts of plants like to
have a seed bed in which there is an
abundance of sand, as the roots will
always spread with greater facility
where there are only a few grains of
sand, than if the soil were composed
of ‘heavy loam. Besides this, the
roots of flowers bhave the wonderful
power of dissolving sand and of appro-
priating the solution produced to the
requirements of the growing stems
and leaves.

Manufacturers of glass need potash
or soda and sand, or silica, for making
glass vessels and window panes.
Growing flowers require a similar
material which is spread in a liquid
condition over the surface of every
stem, leaf, and petal of the most-deli-
cate flowers.  Wild flowers are fre-
quently - found growing where a log-
beap or a brush-heap has been burned
up, leaving a generous supply of alkali
or potash in the soil. Tf there is also
a small quantity of ferruginous ma.
terial and silica within reach of the
roots of the growing plants, we find
the most beautiful flowers having
petals of the richest velvety appear-
ance.

Taking the hint from these observa-
tions touching the operations of nature,
florists are enabled to make a soil that

" is in every respect exactly adapted to

all the requirements of the growing
flowers. ‘The formula for a good
soil for flowers would read about as
follows : two bushels of fine Ileaf
mould, or the same guantity of mellow
muck, or fine mucky soil, mingled
with a peck of rich, well-rotted stable
manure, or with the same -quantity of
the accumulations of the ?enneryi‘ ort:
iggery, with which mingle a peck o
gtﬁsg:u’;d, or sandy loam, and add also
one peck of sifted coal ashes, or wood
ashes which are preferable;
mingle one or more quarts of iron
turnings, iron filings, or the oxide of
iron in the form of the dark-colored
scales which fall from the red-hot bars
of iron in blacksmiths’ shops, and at
places where iron is wrought into dif-
ferent forms. Growing flowers re-
quire a liberal supply of carbonaceous
material in the soil, which the roots
will figd in the mould, or muck. The
manure will stimulate a luxuriant

owth. The growing roots will lay
hold of the sand, or silica and the
potash in the ashes, making silicate of
potash or liquid glass, which will be
spread over the surface as alrcady
stated. The roots will also dissolve
the iron, and thus supply the plant
with ferruginous material for develop-
ing the blossoms of the richest and
most beautiful colors. i L
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PROTECTING ROOFS FROM FIRE.—
The Fireman's Journal, which ought
to be good authority in such matters,
says :—a wash composed of lime, salt
and fine sand, or wood ashes, put on
in the ordinary way of whitewash, is
said to render the roof fifty fold more
safe against taking fire from falling
cinders, or otherwise in a case of fire
io the vicinity. It pays the expenses
a hundred fold in its preserving influ-
ence against the effect of the weather;
the older and more weather-beaten the
shingles, the more benefit derived.
Such shingles are more or less warp-
ed, rough and cracked ; the applica-
tion of wash, by wetting the upper

surface, restores them to their original |

or first form,. thereby closing the
spaces between the shingles ; and the
lime and sand, by filling up the cracks,
prevents it warping.
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Bee Currure.—0. C. Wait, Sec-
retary of the Vermont Bee-Keeper's
Association, in a recent letter to the
Farmer's Club of New York, says:

“T would like to suggest that in m{
opinion bees are worth more than all
other stock recommended ; that with
the aid of our modern books and peri-
odicals devoted to bee culture, with
eight or ten colonies of bees and their
* spirit and determination,” and no
other capital, a foundation can be laid
for a permanent, interesting, and
proﬂubfo employment. It is not un-
commen for a food aphr‘{nto pay 800
per cent. on all capital investe x
own has paid about $26 for each ool-
ony (average) with very little labor.

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CHEAP CONCRETE FLOORING.—A.
mong toe many modes of using gas tar
in making asphalted. payements and
flooring with which our correspond-
ents have lately favoured us, the fol=
lowing is a good and practicable one:
Mix three bushels of coal ashes from
a black smith's shop with two bushels
of gas lime, and then add sufficient
gas tar to make a stiff mortar. If the
ammoniacal liquor.has been separated
from the tar, its place must be supplied
by adding water till the tar is thin
enough for use. For stables and cattle
sheds, the mortar can be laid down with
a spade, and five sharp sand or gravel
sifted over it; then roll well, and you
will havea good concrete floor. It
will take a few days to get thoroughly
hard, even in dry weather : but it will
be a good piece of work, if carefully
done. Autumn is the best time for
laying this kind of pavement.

Farmers' ruppING.—Heat one quart
of milk to boiling, then stir in slowly
one teacupful of indian meal. Mix
with this about six good apples pared
and sliced, and add two tablespoonsful
of sugar, one of butter, and a little
allspice and nutmeg. Pour the whole
into a deep dish and bake un'il doue,
or about 40 minutes.

To MAKE scREWS HoLD.—In driving
screws into soft wood do not use a bit
to make a hole for them ; use the gimlet
screw and make a hole with the brad-
awl, just large enough to allow the|
screw to start. The screw will cut its
own way, and as the wood is all there,
it becomes compressed, and the threads
are well filled and solid. In hard wood,
bore a hole no larger than the core of
the screw, leaving the threads to cut
their full depth. A little linseed oil
will assist in runviog the screw in and
prevent the breaking of the thread in
the wood ; it will also prezerve the
screw against rust.—Carriage Journal.
