TO THE MISSION BAND, 
My Dear Young Friends,~1 nw very 

much pleased to Lear that you have estabs 
lished a - Mission Band among you, and 
commenced to work for the pour heath- 
en, We many well call them poor 
heathen, and you would think the name 
quite applieable if you could tuke a walk 
with me a few yards from our Bangkok 
home. You would there sce that eveny- 
thing which we in civilized lands cull cou 
fort is absent, No pleasant house in which 
to live, only bamboo sheds, not at all tv be 
cnmpared with any of the  vuthouses in 
which our animals live at home, with no 
thors except the ground, and this, in the 
raluy season, whith is now “upon us and 
which continues six monthy, breomes miry, 
and in sone huts wo saw the water stand. 
ing four nod six inches deep, And ull 
around these houses the place is swampy 
and the water never dries up for thewe wix 
months, lt is full of frogs which erogk 
fearfully arter every rain, and is very often
