See for example 

the different accounts of our Lord's 

Baptism in the Jordan, the Eunuch’s 

Baptism by Philip, in “a certain water,” 

down into which they both went be- 

fore the Baptism and up out of which 

they both came after the Bapgism 

was over. ~ We might also refer to 

Rom. vi. 3-5, where Paul speaks of 

being ¢ Buried with Christ by Baptism,” 

etc., as affording “ conclusive proof” of 

immersion—and, especially if we allow 

such men of God as Join Wesley, the 

celebrated founder of Wesleyan Method- 

ism, to express an opinion on the sub- 

ject Wesley says, in his commentary on 

this passage on the 6th of Romans, 

“ Alluding to the ancient practice of 

baptizing by immersion.” 

We fully believe that the correct 

meaning of the word BaprizEIN (fo bap- 

tize) is to immerse; and so wherever 

this word is used in the New Testament 

it is “ conclusive proof” of immersion. 

Let me give several quotatations, 

Psedobaptist 

authors—all very eminently learned 

men—in substantiation of the Immer- 

sionists’ belief of the meaning of this 

word. 
Alex. De Stourdza, Russian State- 

Councillor of the Greek Church :—* The 
distinctive characteristic of the institu- 

tion of Baptism is immersion, BAPTISMA, 

which cannot be omitted without des- 
troying the mysterious sense of the sac- 

rament, and contradicting, at the same 

time, the etymological signification of 

1of the word, which serves to designate 
it.” } 

“ The Church of the West has then 

departed from the example of Jesus 
Christ, she has obliterated the whole 

sublimity of the exterior sign, in short, 
she commits an abuse of words and of 
ideas, in practising baptism by aspersion, 

. this very term being in itself a derisive 
contradiction. The verb BapTIZO, im- 
mergo, has in fact ‘but one sole accep- 
tation. 1t signifies literally and always 
to plunge. Baptism and immersion are 
therefore identical, and to say : baptism 

by aspersion is as if one should say 
~dmmersion by aspersion or any other 

absurdity of the same nature.” 

Arnoldi, (Catholic) on Matt. iii. 6: 

BAPTIZEIN, fo immerse, to submerge, . . . . 
it was as being an entire submersion 
under water.” |, . 

Townson, (Church of England) on the 
Sacrament of Baptism :—* As touching 

the outward and visible sign of baptism 
there is no doubt it is the element of 
water, as is evident from the native sig. 

nificance of the word baptism, which 
signifies an immersion or dipping into 
some liquid thing.” 

Luther, on the Sacrament of Baptism : 
“ First, the name baptism is Greek. In 

Latin it can be rendered immersion, 
when we immerse anything into water 
that it may be all covered with water.” 

Calvin on Baptism :—* The word bap- 
tize itself signifies immerse, and it is 
certain that the rite of immersion was 
observed by the ancient church.” 

George Campbell, (President of Mar- 
ischal College, Aberdeen), on Matt. iii. 

11 :—“The word BaPTIZEIN, both in 
sacred authors and in classical, signifies 
‘to dip,’ to plunge,” ‘to immerse,” and 
was rendered by Tertullian, the oldest 

of the Latin fathers, ‘ tingere,’ the term 
used for dyeing cloth, which was by im- 

mersion.”’ 
J. A, Turretin, (Prof. of Theology at 

Geneva), on Romans vi. 3, 4:—* And, 
indeed, baptism was performed in that 
age and in those countries, by immersion 

of the whole body into water.” 
This must suffice, though scores could 

as easily be given, did space admit. ’ 

Let such quotations as the above. but 

have their due weight and there can be 

no reasonable doubt that the word sap- 
TIZEIN means to immerse, and then we 

find “conclusive proof,” of immersion 
in every place in the New Testament 
where Baptism is mentioned. 

Turning again to the letter of Mr. 
Smith we read :—* There is no proof in 
his text book on Baptism that it was 

ever administered by immersion. At 
deast he can only say “they went down 
into” and “came up out of the water,” 

which proves nothing, The farmers’ 
oxen go down into and up out of the 
water morning and evening but they 
never go under it—are never immersed.” 

Then, according to brother Smith's 

own admission, viz. :—* They went down 
into and came up out of the water ”— 
even “the farmers’ oxen,” of which he

Thanks to “ Candor” for his “ No. 2.”

tion..- It is a distinct body composed of 

such graduates of certain Colleges which 

are named as may choose to enroll their 

names on its register before a fixed 

date, and of such Fellows as the Gover- 

nor in Council may appoint, subject to 

nominations by the Convocation. No 

provision is made for the representation 

of any College. No College is expected 
to affiliate with it. Certain Colleges are 
declared to be in connexion with it, to 

"this extent, or for this purpose, that all 

students in these Colleges shall be ad- 
mitted as candidates for degrees, except 
in Medicine and Surgery, in the Uni- 

versity of Halifax, if they shall satisfy 
the Senate of that University that they 

have completed in any one of these Col-

It is probable an additional 
admiral will be appointed to this 
squadron, which will assemble at Devon- 
port, ready for sea, May 28th. 
A slight difficulty has arisen between 

France and England relative to the 
Newfonndland herring fishery. 
The Duke of Edinburgh arrived at 

Malta on Monday, in the iron-clad Sul-' 
tan, and left on Thursday for Crete. 
He will proceed thence to the Suez 
canal. 

Differences between England and. 
Russia relative to the Eastern question 
are increasing and an open rupture is 
probable. Should this occur, England's 
neutrality can no longer be maintained, 
and would, it is believed, inevitably lead 
to a general European war. 
A number of British officers were 

sent to select a position for an en- 
trenched camp at the entrance of the 
Suez canal. 
Her Majesty's war ship Achilles, lying
