Oct. 5th, 1883, giving another invita-
tion to a meeting to be held in Poplar
Grove Church, on Monday 22nd Inst.,
at 730 p. m. The Circular also
furtber suggests : —

That on the Lord's day morning,.

October 21st, from seven to eight o’clock
all Christians in private offer prayer on
behalf of Sunday Schools.

That mivisters be asked to preach
special sermons upon the claims of
Sunday Schools.

That the opening engagements of the
School be preceded by the teachers
meeting together for prayer.

That the ordinary exercises ot each
school be shortened, and that the scho-
lars be gathered for devotional exercises
interspersed with singing and appropri-
ate addresses. To this service the
parents of the scholars might be invited.

That in the evening each Church or
Congrezation be invited to holda meet-
ing, at which the interests of the Sunday
Sechool shall form the theme of the
prayers and addresses.

Sunday School teachers, as laborers
together with' God, should be snimated
i:iheir work by the constraining love
of Christ. The absorbing mission of
each teacher being the salvation of the
scholars through faith in Jesus Christ.
close and personal communication of the
teacher with God is essential, and hence
the need for persevering prayer,

The Commitiee affectionately urge
their fellow-laborers to work devotedly
and pray expectantly for the early con-
version of each of their scholars, relying
on the Divine word—* He that goeth
forth and weepeth, bearing precious seed,
shall doubtless come again with rejoic-
ing, bringing his sheaves with him.

A STATE UNIVERSITY.

A correspondent of the N. Y. Ee-
aminer says : The State of Nebraska
has a University on which it spends s
gengrous amount of money. It cannot
be called a prosperous school. The
college attendance is not large. There
were only five graduates at the last
Commencement. There has been
trouble in the school from the beginning.
There bas been a coostant contest be-
tween Christianity and infidelity. Two
years ago it was at its culmination.
One of the Professors was an avowed
infidel ; another taught boxing during
chapel service ; amother advised the
young men to take wine to stimulate
them for study.  Parents looked with
suspicion on such a school. Chancellor
Fairfield, an earnest Christian man,
struggled against their influence while
be remained at the head of the Institu-
tion. At length the Regents put an
end to that contest by discharging all the
contestants, They are now searching
for another Chancellor. They are look-
ing fora Christian man who is net so
pronounced in his religious views as to
excite oppositioh. Dr. W. T. Harris,
of Concord fame, has been offered and
has declined the position, Professor C.
K. Adams of Michigan University, has
likewise refused to accept the honor.
The school isstill without a head. The
State University is an effective argu-
ment in favor of denominational schools,
and you may be sure it has been often
employed.”

There is a flourishing Baptist Sem-
inary in that State, The Presbyterians,
Methodists and Congregationalists also
have Collegiate Institutions,
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The editors of the Visitor—or one
of them—has seen fit to nominate Mr.
I. B. Oakes to fill the office of chief
Saperintendent of Schools in New
Brunswick, in place of Dr. Rand.
Whether the New Bruanswick Govern.-
ment will approve of the nomination we
are not informed, but we shall prob-

Tae CaALvArY SELECTION OF SPIR-
ITUAL SONGS is an excellent compila-
tion of Church Psalmody and Musie,
made originally for the Calvary Baptist
Church in New York, by Rev. Dr.
Robinson and Rev. Dr. MacArtbur,
the pastor of the Calvary Chureh. The
book is also now used by a large num-
ber of other churches in the United
States. There are two editions—one
comprisiog 1,086 hymns for the ehurch
and choir; the other with 552 bymns
for Social Worship. They have the
musi¢ set to the hymns, and a fioer col-
lection of tunes suitable for the worship
of God could hardly be made,

The larger edition sells for $1.25,
whilst that for Social Worship may bs
bad for 50 cents, and the Hymns with.
out the Music for 20 cents, If the
metres were marked in this book it
would be an improvement.

These books are published by The
Century Company, New York, and are
the most complete we have yet seen,
The paper and binding are of the first
style, and doubtless bave much to do
with their general acceptableness and
the special favor which the books bave
met with since their first publication,
