Nores,—Vs, 1-4.— About that time. 
Waile the church was prospering at 
Antioch, it was suffering persecution at 
Jerusalem, Herod the king, Herod 
Agrippa, He was grandson of Herod 
the Great, who slaughtered the infants 
in Bethlehem (Matt, ii. 16) ; nephew of 
Herod Antipas, who murdered The Bap- 
tist, and father of Herod Agrippa II, 
who was “ almost persuaded ” to be a 
Christian (Acts xxvi. 28). He was an 

Idumean by birth; was educated at 
Rome; won the favor of Caligula, who 
gave him the tetrarchies of Philip and 

and afterwards received from Claudius 
the whole territory which had been 
ruled by his grandfather, To vex. To 
afflict, James. The son of Zebedee, 
and one of the three who had been most 
intimate with Jesus. Him Herod seized 
suddenly, and beheaded him before the 
church had time to interpose by prayer. 
The first of the apostles to seal his 

testimony with his blood. The reason 
for Herod's action is given—he saw it 
pleased the Jews. It was a cunning 
stroke of state-craft. As this was an 
easy road to popular favor, he resolved 
to continue in it, and therefore pro- 
ceeded te seize Peter also. Pleasing the 
Jews and the Emperor ; and, according 
to Josephus, putting two millions of 
dollars a year into his pocket, What 
were the lives of a few hated Christians 
in comparison ? But here the provi 
dence of God stepped in. Herod could 
shed blood when it suited him, but hj, 
piety was punctilious about points of 
law. The Passover, or days of un 
leavened bread, had come, and no crim- 
inal could be executed during that 
sacred week, Hence Herod put Peter 
in prison, till the Passover week was 
ended, He made him secure by deliver 
ing him to four quaternions of soldiers ; 
i. e, four companies “of four each, or 
sixteen soldiers, These companies of 
four took turns in keeping him, relieving 
each other every three hours. Two 
soldiers slept with Peter chained be- 
tween'and to them, and two stood guard 
outside, Chains, bars, guards, locks, 
walls, all were called into requisition to 
keep one unarmed prisoner, 
Vs, b,~~ The delay was fatal to 

Herod's purpose, It gave the church | 
an opportunity to spread the matter be- 
fore the Lord, T#e Bui is very signifi 
cant, Hitherto the battle had all gone’ 
one way, and Peter seemed doomed.

A familiar command, which 
Peter, accustomed to obey, heeded, al- 
though he was so dazed that be did not 
know whether it was reality or a vision. 

Vs, 10,~Passing the first and second 
wards, or guards, they came unto the iron 
gate. Bo massive that when unlocked 
it required several men to move it. 
Passed through one street. Probably to 
some point familiar to Peter, from 
which he could find his way, The angel 
departed. The Lord does not do for us 
what we can do for ourselves. 
Vs. 11. When Peter realized his de- 

liverance, his first thought was of grati- 
tude ; ascribing his release to the true 
source, the Lord. 
Vs. 12.—~Many were gathered together 

praying, at the house of Mary, the 
mother of John Mark, This Mark was 
undoubtedly the author of the Gospel 
bearing that name. 

Ve. 13-16.—These verses have a pe- 
culiar air of naturalness, The very 
mention of Mark's name seems to give 
a touch of Lis vivid description to the 

scene, We see Peter knocking at the 
early morning hour, between three and 
six o'clock ; the damsel, Rhods, hearken- 

ing, and recognizing Peter's voice, and 

instead of opening the door, running 
back to tell the praying band that 
Peler was there; their incredulity ; 
her confident assertion that it was he; 
their explanation that it was his guardian 
angel (not his spirit) ; the impatient 
Peter keeping up his knocking; the 
door at last opened, and their astonish- 
ment at beholding him, 

Vs. 17.—~Beckoning with his hand, 
A gesture to silence their loud congratu 
lations, James. The Lord's brother 
(Gal, i. 19), who was practically pastor 
of the Jerusalem church, Departed, 
A wise precaution, for the officers would 
very naturally search for him there,

Let us look at them, 
The first is of a wicked king. The 

City is Jerusalem, Christians are there 
who are living the new life that Jesus 
taught, The king troublés them ; he 
drives them from home ; he takes away 
their property; he puts them into 
prison. Herod finds that some people, 
wicked as himself, are pleased, and he 
puts Peter into prison, intending to kill 
him, also. Perhaps he thinks that God 
cannot save any one from his power. 
The second picture is of a prison, 

where Peter is confined, There are 
heavy doors, with bolts and bars ; thick 
and strong walls; and small windows, 
that let in the light. Chains are upon 
Peter's wrists. Near him are soldiers, 
to whom Peter is chained, so that he 
gannot escape. The great iron door 
swings open of itself; and Peter is free 
again, 
The third picture is of a prayer-meet- 

sweetly resting in faith upon him, It

time praying for Peter. They believed 
in God, and trusted him. They knew 
that God would answer in his own way, 
and that way would be the best, for 
they knew that God always answers 
true prayer. The night is nearly past, 
when a knocking is heard st the door 
A young girl goes to see who it is.

Associations and Finances. 

Mr. Bditor,— 
With your permission I would like 

expenditore of money in connection 
with the Associations. 

Your correspondent, “ T. M. K,” in 
bis letter this week, advises not to pub- 
lish Minutes of the Associations. That 

is one point on which I have heen in. 
tending to enlarge a little, The pub. 
lication of Minutes has been costing the 
denomination near $330 a year for many 
years. Now it seems to me that even 
the mast conservative brethren may 
pause long enough to ask whether or 
not this is a wise expenditure. 

I hold that the publication of the 
Minutes should be discontinued for the 
following reasons: 1st. We ought to 
bave the statistics of the churches 
composing the Convention published in 
one volume each year, a-d vot in eight 
volumes as is now the case, 

20d. The Year Book for 1882 gives 
all the information concerning denomis 
national matters that any member of 
the Convention needs to know. 

3rd. All that is of any value to the 
churches in the Minutes of Associa- 
tions is repeated in the Year Book. 
Statistics of the churches, the list of 
ordained ministers, licentiates, etc., and 

hence we have to pay for doing work 
twice which only needs to be dome once. 

4:b. So faras I can learn the churches 
do not appropriate any money for the 
publication of Association Minutes. If 
they do, the Minutes should reveal the 
fact, which they do not. Now, if am 

right in atfirming that the churches do 
not appropriate funds to this object, 
will some one inform me where the 

money comes from ? 

I think the suggestions of “ T. M, 
K.,” in your issue of this week, are 
valuable, and 1 hope they will receive 
the consideration which they merit, 
There is another aspect of this finan- 

cial question which I intend to notice 
on another occasion, viz., its bearing on 

the development of the Convention
