The management of the hot-bed
demands some practice,and a natural
love of the work. Air freely on
fine days, water whenever the sur-
face becomes dry, and cover care-
fully with mats and shutters on frosty
nights. The inexparienced gardener
more often injures his ‘beds by
neglecting to air enough than in any
other way. -On fine, still days lift
the glass high, tipping half the sashes
up at one side and half at the other,
using blocks from one to six inches
long, according to the weather.
When a bed is very hot and freshly
made, it will sometimes need airing
at night or during a snow-storm;
this is done by blocking up every
second or third sash at the back
gide, with a bit of lath laid flatwise.

In watering, use water enough to
wet down to the roots of whatever
plant you are tending. This some-
times takes a good deal of water, as
much as two gallons to each sash,
but it must be done thoroughly or
it is useless.

Let no oune expect that when a
hot-bed is made it will go like a
clock till the next week, when it
must be wound up; it needs almost
as constant care as a sick baby.
An hour’s neglect in airing, or a
single evening's forgetfulness in
covering, will .quickly convert a
thrifty bed of plants into a burnt or
frozen mass of shapeless pulp, The
plants when intended for transplant-
ing to the open garden must be
hardened off a few days before trans-
planting by taking the glass entirely
off in suitable weithersand the day
before transplanting they should be
thoroughly wet down,

There is a good deal of hard work
in managing a hot-bed, and a good
deal of care and paticneceis required ;
but there are also many attractions
and fascinations connected with the
growing of plants at a seasou when
all nature around is bound in snow
and ice, and when our patience in
waiting for spring i8 well-nigh ex-
hausted. -

ONE BLAST OF 130,000 TONS OF
ROCK. —A notable blast was dis-
charged January 11 at the limestone
quarry of the Glendon Iron Com-
pany, Easton, Pa., displacing, it was
estimated, 130.000 tons of rock.
The blast was made in a hill 150
feet high-and very steep. Three
tunnels, about 100 feet apart, were
run into the hill northward, and twe
smaller tunnels ran to the east and
west. In the six chambers at the
ends of the tunnels were placed
29,000 pounds of Judson powder,
having, it was estimated, the rend-
ing force of 36,500 pounds of com-
mon powder, The blast was fired
by electricity. It was the heaviest
ever made in that part of the country,
and one of the heaviest recorded.

THE cow TREE, —Sir Joseph

Hooker, in his report on Kew Gar-|:

dens, gives a sketch of a most inter-
esting botanical curiosity, the Palo
de vaca, or cow tree. This tree
grows in forests at the foot of certain
mountain ranges in Venezuela, and
attaing a height of 100 feet, and
frequently the trunk reaches to 70
feet without a branch. The remark-
able eharacteristic of the tree is the
milk ‘which exudes from the trunk
when an ineision is made.  The
flavor is of sweet cream with a
slightly balsamic taste, but it is very
wholesome and nourishing, the com-
position being said to approach very
near the milk of the cow. From the
fact that the milk is somewhat
glutinous it would seem that the
tree is of the caoutchoue order,
Seeds which have been sent to Bom-
bay and the colonies are said to be
thriving well, It is noteworthy, as
an example of the law of compen-
sation traceable in nature generally,
that this cow tree seems originally
to have been a native of a.country
where milk giving animals were
formerly totally unknown.
