| Gaunt famine has laid his bony 
| band upon millions of India’s sons 
| and daughters. The tidings of the 
| distress is faily appalling. Again 
and again death in this most oire 
form has swept over that land of 
woe ; but missionaries now tell us 
that the preseat famine 1+ more 
disastrous in its effects than any 
on record. 

The description of the sufferings 
of the famishing people is pitiful in 
the extreme. No one cen r:ad the 
harrowing details unmoved. Tae 
trees have been stripped of their | 
leaves for food for the cattle, and ! 
they are now dying because th re 
is nothing ¢lse to give them. Tue! 
millet crop has failed and it has 

  

sold for food. The poor villagers 
gee no hing before th-m but starva. 
tion and death. 

Just two peo pictures from the 
pen of Norman H. Russell, of 
Mhow : One was a jhopri or hut 
ot twigs and grass, in this case 
without the grass, outside was a 
girl of about ten, miserably thia, 
and without a stitch of clothing on 
her. Poor thing! she was trying 
to bury herself in the ashes of the 
last fire that she might get some 
relief from the cold. Just then 
her mother came up with a few 
sticks she had gathered for a fire, 
The little girl looked up and said 
ons word, ‘oti 7” (bread) to which 
the mother could give no reply but 
a shake of the head. The other 
was equally sad: “A family of 
five, naked and attenuated ; they 
had been out in a field of stubble 
all day, picking up the seeds of 
grain left by the birds, after the 
field had already been carefully 
gleaned. The whole five «f them 
were able to gather vogether after 
the whole day's work only six 
ounces of grain, and of this the 
miserable farmer, who owned the 
field, with only too characteristic 
niggardliness, took the half. The 
remaining three ounces they were 
boiling up into a stew to give the 
only meal of the day to a party of 
five. We ure doing all we can with 
our limited means to rescue as 
many as possible. A good many 
orphans have come to us, some, 
alas! too far gone to save. Two 
have already died at our orphan 
age. The other day the ladies 
picked up a woman on the roadside, 
but she died a few minutes after 
getting her to the house. I could 
go on and multiply cases equally 
sad, but I must close this hurried 
letter as other duties call.” 

We need to recollect that these 
suftering people are our fellow sub- 
jects. They have the same sover- 
eign and dwell under the same flag. 
While our country is responding 
liberally to meet the needs of those 
who suffer from the scourge of 
famine, here isan object worthy 
of the efforts of and liberality of 
the Christian young people of our 
churches, Every society should do 
something to answer this bitter 
cry of suffering humanity, The 
need is greater than any pen can 
tell ; one can only repeat the prayer 
for (help, and say that in minister- 
ing to the wants of these starvi 
willions we serve the Lord Christ.
