GOOD BUSINESS. 

Thirteen or fourteen years ago, 
one of the missionaries of the Ameri- 
can Tunday School Unica planted 
a Sunday school at Doniphan, Neh, 
in an od vacant house, the only 
available place, 

A young man who was very pro 
fane of speech was chosen secretary 
of the ach ol, because he was suffi 
olently intor-sted tg ge present and 
dncoarage the organization. So nb, 
however, he became concerned for 
his own sa!vationand was converted, 
and entered actively into Chris ian 
work, A revival followed ard two 
churches grew out of the Sinday 
school. The young man became a 
Sunday schorl missionary in west 
ern Nebrazka, and has started 210 
Sundav schools, with a memb rship 
of 9 341. He na: mad- 5 933 vi it; 
to the homes of the negn'e, sup- 
plied 1,774 persons with the Scrip- 
tures, and already 50 churches and 
21 young peop e's societies have 
grown out of his schools and 850 
persons have been :¢d to Christ. 

But more than shis. H: has 
Anfluenced many young people who 
have been converted under bis 
minis ry — a'though he is not a 
minister—to prepare for Christian 
work by securing higher education. 
Of those thus influenced two are 
already missionaries in Africa, thr e 
ir C ina, four in India, seven in 
Japan, two 10 S)ath Aw rica, five 
to the Indians; five are Sunday- 
school missionaries, and twelve are 
pastors in our own land. 

It cost, in the first place, $25 to 
start the lunipran Sunday school, 
in which th s missionary and many 
others were converted It has cost 
$300 a year to support the wission- 
ary. This sum has been given by a 
business man, who coul: not leave 
his busines: and go into the work 
himself. I presented by the mis. 
sionary, however, he has preached 
the gospel! first to the children of 
the neglected places in Nebraska, 
and threugh. some of them he now 
proclaims the same gospel in India, 
Africa, .- China, Japan, South 
America, 10 the red men of the 
forest, snd to the children of our 
own land, having multiplied his 
labors twenty.two times in this   Indigo was responsible for its origin.
