—The Holy Land, with what can 
be learned of its manners, and 
customs, and history, throws much 
light on the Gospels. 

1. Galilee was very populous, 
contaiging according to Josephus 
at least three millions of people, 
including 204 towns of over 15,000 
inhabitants. 

2 It was a fertile country, well 
watered from the mountains of 
Lebanon. It was full of trees, 
orchards, gardens, grain fields, vine- 
yards. 

3. It was a business country, full 
of varied activities, manufactures, 
fisheries, exports of oil and fruits 
It had contact with the outer 
Roman and heathen world. 

4. The lake of Galilee was the 
centre of population and industry. 
There were nine cities, of over 15, 
000 inhabitants each, upon its 
shores. It was like the Thames 
above London. The waters were 
covered with a numerous fleet of 
4,000 vessels, from ships of war 
down to fishing boats.

Practical. We sometimes think 
that it would be easier to believe in 
Christ if we had seen him and 
heard him, but on the contrary it is 
easier for us than for the people of 
Palestine. We have far greater 
proofs, and centuries of results to 
aid our faith. But J tell you of a 
truth. Jesus brings two examples, 
from thei~ own history, of great 
prophets whom they all revered, 
acting in precisely the way they had 
blamed him for doing. They wrought 
miracles for others in these cases, 
and not for thdir own countrymen. 
Many widows were in Israel in the 
days of Elias. Greek form of 
Elijab. (See 1 Kings 17: 1-24 for 
this story ) Sarepta. Greek form 
of Zarephath. On the shore of the 
Mediterranean, near Sidon. And 
many lepers. (For this story, see 
2 Kings 5: 1-14) Leprosy was 
then and still is very common in 
Palestine. Kliseus. Greek form of 
Elisha. 

Tae REJECTION OF JESUS. —Vs, 
28-30 And all....were filled with 
wrath, Truth embitters those whom 
it does enlighten. They were augry 
because he would not show them 
special favor; because of his superior 
claims, expecting them to accept 
him as their teacher; because of the 
implication that God overlooked 
in his gifts, which he bestowed upon 
others. Were they in his estimation 
no better than Gentiles and lepers ? 
This was the climax of al! that was 
intolerable to them. And rose up. 
Broke up the service and rushed 
forth. And thrust him. With 
violence. They were a furious mob. 
Unto ths brow of the hill. The town 
of Nazareth was built on the side 
of a mountain, and the cliff over- 
hangs the town as an eyebrow over 
the eye. But he passing through the 
midst, went his way. He returned 
once more several months later 
(Matt. 13: 54 58) to give them one 
more opportuni'y to repent. But 
they again threw away their bLiess- 
ings. 

Practical. Others besides these 
citizens at Nazareth rejcct their 
be:t friends, and those who pro- 
claim the most precious truth, 
imagining that to destroy the 
preacher will destroy the truth he 
preaches ; as if tearing down the 
fire bell would put out the fire, or 
removing the danger signal would 
gave one from destruction. 

Reach the Children and Young 
People. 

The Epworth Herald shows how 
pastors and other Christian workers 
miss the mark by not seeking more 
earnestly the conversation of 
children and young people : 

[t is an undeniable fact that a 
vast majority of those who make up 
the membership of our evangelical 
churches were converted between 
the ages of ten and fifteen, and that 
a distressingly small number are 
ever reached after they have passed 
beyond twenty five 

Remembering that fact, is it not 
clear that most sermons are preach- 
ed to the wrong people! Nine 
sermons out of ten are addressed to 
the mature members of the congre- 
gation— people 1n the fortirs, fifties, 
and sixties. Such persons have 
preconceived opinions, deep pre 
judices, fixed habits, and are rooted 
in the love and fellowship of the 
world. Warnings, invitations, and 
exhortations have little effect. They 
have been heard week after week 
throagh the years so that they have 
now become an old story. God's 
call has been unheeded. The heart 
is cold. Emotion has been suppress- 
ed. The fear of the awful conse- 
quences of sin has died out. The 
chance of making an impression 
upon such hearersis small—fearfully 
wall, 
Oa the other hand, the children 

and young people are often over 
looked. They have receptive mind. 
They have impressible hearts. 
Contact with the world has not 
chilled them. Long resistance tr 
calls of God has not made them 
hard and dead. If the same effort 
were put forth to attract and win 
these young people as is expended 
io trying to reach old and hardened 
sinners, the results would be in 
comparably greater. 

Never mind that educated, 
criti¢al, middle aged hearer who 
has at uader a thousand sermons 
untouched and unmoved. His case 
is almost Lopeless. Do not waste 
your time. Change your aim, Do 
not shoot so high. Preach to a 
portion of the congregation which 
bas ears to hear and a heart to feel. 
Go after the boys and girls. They 
will hear you gladly if ihey know 
your message is specially for them 
And not only will they hear th 
wessage, but will believe its verities 
and yield themselves to God.
