CHINA.

feeling has alternated between a hope
that the foreigners at Pekin might
still be safe, and a great dread that
the horrible rumors of torture and
death would prove true. If half the
fiendish deeds are done that are said to
have been dene, then the world has
seldom known such a carnival of butch-
ery. Take this instance which came
by wire to the Czar on Saturday from
his Admiral Alexieff’s at Port Arthur.
Tears coursed down his majesty's
cheeks as he read the cablegram from
Admiral Alexieff, at Port Arthur, con-
assassination of M. DeGiers, the
Russian Consul which merely in the
form of rumor had already reached
Russia. The admiral declares that
the Russianenvoy was dragged through
the streets by the Boxers, insulted,
beaten and tortured and then thrown
into a great kettle and boiled to death.
Then his remains were thrown to the
dogs. While M. De(iiers was disposed
of the fanatic mob danced around the
caldron. Madame DeGiers Admiral
Alexieff’'s advices declare, suffered a
fate worse than death, and was beaten
and tortured with sharp sticks until
life was extinct. The legation officials
are said to have been tortured fiend-
ishly until death ended their sufferings.
M. DeGiers aud his legation ¢fficials
resisted desperately and his brave
bodyguard killed many of the attack-
ing mob. In the midst of his tortures
the envoy is said heroically to have
proclaimed his faith in Christianity,
encouraged by those who so soon
shared his martyrdom. The annouce-
ment of this intelligence to the rela-
tives of the Russian martyrs in China
was accompanied by heartrending
scenes.

The latest despatches received as
this paper goes to press, seem to indi-
cate that it is useless to hope. An
official telegram feom the Governor of
Shan Tung says that after a most
gallant defence on the part of the little
band of defenders, the Chinese in
myriad numbers were able to effect a
breach in the walls of the British lega-
tion, and that every foreigner perished.

The following is the text of an ap-
peal of Americans in China, assembled
in mass meeting in Shanghai to their
fellow citizens at home :

“Urge the government to send ade
quate forces to act effectively in con
cert with the others. At present the
American forces are quite dispropor
tionate to the interests involved. ODur
commercial interests in the northern
provinee are paramount, and we con-
sider it a humiliating policy to entrust
to other powers the chief task, that of
protecting Americans.

**And foreign outrages are multiply-
ing daily. Officials and missionaries
are massacred. The fate of the minis-
ters and their families in Pekin is not
known, but
apprehended.

“Give no credence to statements of
the situation sent by the Chinese gov-
ernment to its ministers abroad. The
present outrages are the result of the
weak and vascillating policy of the
powers in the past. We urge immedi-
ate energetic and concerted action.”

The Shanghai Cor. of the Daily
Mail says—*‘‘I can pesitively assert
that the Chinese authorities had the
dreadful news from Pekin a week ago,
and that Sheng knew the foreigners in
Pekin were dead when he asked the
American consul to cable Washington
a proposal to deliver the foreigners in
safety at Tien T:in on condition that
the allies would suspend their opera-
tions to the north of Pekin ”

The world has never had just such a
spectacle as is now being enacted in
China. An anachronism is striving to
efface the present. A relic, buried
beneath the dust of centuries is resist-
ing the hand that would brush away
the cobwebs of time. If it were not
for the brutality of the Chinese one
could almost sympathize with them a
little iu their struggle against the in-
evitable.
