“That little sentence,” 

says Arago, * was my beat teacher 

in mathematics.” e did push on 
steadily until he became the greatest 

mathematician of bis day by master- 

ng Se step at a time. 
his is a vital point with every 

boy or girl who sincerely desire the 

day of small things. A noble Chris 

tian life looks very difficult ; but it 
is just a series of right steps, one at 
a time. Learning such a Bible verse 
as “My son, give me thine hear,”     is one step. Praying to Jesus Christ
