Yet it would seem that for near- 
ly every other step in life there is 
more deliberation. For nearly all 
other duties there is instructios, 
training. Why should there no 
be for marriage, when so much de- 
pends upon it? Why should not 
mothers talk thoughtfully so their 
daughters of the meaning of mar- 
riage, of the principles which should 

guide them in entering the relation 
aod of the duties which will be 
theirs when they become wives?) 
Why should vot fathers have quiet 
'a'ks with their sons on the sub- 
ject, telling them what a husbana’s 
duties are, how he must forget him- 
self and live for the happiness of 
the woman he chooses for his wife, 
giving up his own selfish ways and 
unlearning habits he has formed 
which prove hindrances to the 
blendiug which alone makes per- 
fect marriage 

Such wise instruction, given in 
youth, would certainly lead to more 
thoughtfulness, wou!d prevent many 
icconsiderate marriages. It is cften 
said that marciage is a lottery, as if 
it wers necessarily a sort of game 
of chance. But there need not be 
such uncertainty about, if only 
young people would give serious at- 
tention to the "ubjict before eunter- 
ing iotoit. 

For example, the young wan 
should consider whether the young 
womar he is interested in is fitied 
to be his wife. Pcrhaps it will be 
vecessary for him to live economic- 
ally, at least for a time. Has this 
girl bad the training which will 
make her a good poor man’s wife? 
Will she be able so to manage her 
household affairs that they can live 
in the small income he will have! 
then will she be willing to live in a 

plain way, befitting their circum- 
stances, and will she be coutented 
in doing so? 

Then bas she o'her gifts and 
qualifications which will make her 
the dearest woman in the world to 
him? Are her attractions such as 
will wear? There is a vast deal 
more required to make a woman | 
interesting to a man three hundred | 
and sixty-five days in a year for 
forty years or more, than to make 
her pleasing or winning for an 
evening two or three times a week 
for a winter. 

Then a young man’s questioning 
should not all be on the side of the 
gir.’s ability to make him happy and 
to be a goud, faithful, helpful wife. 
He ought to be quite as severe re- 
garding himself—whether he is the 
man to make this woman the hus 
band she needs, whether he can 
make her happy, and whether he is 
ready to devote himsalf to the holy 
task. This should be a really seri- 
ong question with every young 
man who asks a girl to be his wife. 
It means that he must make bim 
self worthy of her in every way, 
that he must be ready to give ap 
his own preferences in many mat- 
ters and live for her. 

Taen while he makes sure that 
the girl be is thinking of so warmly 
will be ready to sweetly share a 
plain home and close economy with 
bim as his wife, he must also make 
sure that he is ready and that he 
will be able to provide for her in a 
way that will not lay too heavy 
a burden of sacrifice upon her. Too 
many young men never give serious 
thought to this phase of the marri- 
age problem. The result is that 
many a noble girl, willing to share 
privations and close economies with 
the man she loves, is taken out of a

Farmer 8 found himself io 
this emergeccy with several bun 
dred tons of hay on hand more than 
he needed for his own use, Here now 
was a splendid opp. rtunity for mak- 
ing a pile of money. How did he 
avail himself of it? T e other far 
mers came crowding to him eager to 
purchase, He met them with the 
question : Have you any money ? 

1f the answer was yes, the re- 
sponse was: Then go into Hamil 
t)n and buy in the market. My 
hay is for the farmers whose money 
is all gone, and whose stock wll 
starve unless I help them. And on 
this basis he disposed of his hay at 
one balf the rate at which it wus 
gelling in the market, while the 
whole country-side rang with bis 
praises.
