partridges—then a day’s fly-fishing, followed

perhaps by an excursion to some of the many |

Jakes in the meighborhood, for duck-shooting.
My young friend generally contrived to accom-
pany me, and from his perseverance soon acqui-
red from the ¢ountry Tads the title of the spor-
ting apprentice.”” 1 liad pmvnl‘cd him with a
light rod, and 2 fit outof fly-tackie, with which
‘he soon learned to tuke trout neatly. In ‘the
‘bright waters of this river good fishing was ab-
solutely mecessary; for although there was a-
bundance of fish, yet they were seldom taken
by the farmers except ‘in times of flood, and
‘when the water was discoloured.

Before leavingt his secluded but happy spot,
T had made acquaintance with nearly all the re-
sidents of the valley, and learned much of their
early history. The greater number had origi-

< ‘nally settied here, with but little means, save

‘only stout hiearts, sharp axes, and willing arms.
While chopping and clearing the land, they at
first quartered under a shanty, which was soon
succeeded by a’log ‘house. With the progress
of improvementand inercase of means, a framed
Thouse had been built, which in‘process of time
would become ‘the “wing of a larger and more
substantizl building, benefitting the independ-
‘ent and comparatively wealthier farmer, and his
numerous family. From all that I saw and
‘heard it was ~ertain that, with{rugality and in-
*dustry, none need fear in this ('a\'ourqd land ;
‘here they will be sure of rising to comfort, and
‘even afifluence, while their sons and daughters,
instead of being, as in the densely-populated
countries of Europe, a drawback and a burthen,
‘are am abselute blessing, and the poor man’s
riches. Land is abundant, and the first difficul-
ties attendant on the formation of a settienrent
‘being overcome, the bountiful productsof a vir-
gin soil yield a rich reward; and at once place
‘those who have by their own industry and ex-
ertions entitled themselves to it, above a situa-
‘tion of ‘want and dependance, with permancnt
homes, and broad felds and acres of which they
may call tbemselveslords and masters.

To escape from this neighborhood wasno easy
‘task, and quite impossible by day-light; soI had
'to make a stolen march of ten miles before sun-
rise, and wended my way slowly home, pon-
dering on the ruralpleasures 1 had enjoyed, and
the informafion I had obtained. The concusion
was evident, and forcibly and strongly impres-
'sed itself upon the mind, that in this new world
‘Dblessed with a {ruitful soil and a healthy climate
‘great attractions are offered to the poor bat in-
dustrious man, who for long years perhaps
struggles on in Britain, burthened with a help-
less family, seldom far removed from penury
and distress, and frequently reduced to absolute
want from political or other causes. Here it is
widely different—where his own labour, and
‘that of his family, instead of being yielded for a
few pence or shillings per day, bestowed on his
own land, enables him to atlain an independent
station for himself, and to provide for those that
are near and dear to him. He may see his chil-
dren and grand-children flourishing and prosper-
ing in his immediate vicinity, until full of years
after a well spent jife, he goes down with honor
to the grave, in peace and contentment with all
mankind ; and with a perfect certainty thatthose
who succeed him, have but tofollow in his foot-
steps to secure a goodly portion of this world’s
goods, and the enjoymentof every social and re-
3igious blessing.

Warlike appearances multiply in the East.
"The Paris Constitutionuel of Thursday con-
tains a copy of the circular sent by Boghos
Bey to the Consuls of England, Russia, Aus-
tria, and Prussia, at Alexandria, for re-esta-
blishing the quarantine of the Sgrian coast,
and taking measures to punish all insurgents.
The reply of the Consuls to the notice was in
the following terms :—

“« We the undersigned, have taken cogniz-
ance of the circular of his Excellency Boghos
Bey, dated the 18th instant, and are obliged
to state our inability to conform ourselves to
the wishes expressed by his Highness the
Viceroy cn the subject of the aftairs of Syria,
seeing by Article I of the treaty concluded
at London on the 15th of July, between the
Courts of Austria, Great DBritain, Prussia,
and Russia, and the Sublime Porte, this pro-
vince, with the exception of the Pachaliclk of’
Acre, is to be considered as restored to the
immediate government of the Sublime Porte ;
and we are called upon to encourage and sup-
port, by all the means in our power, those of
the subjects of his Highness who may mani-
fest their fidelity and obedience to their So«
vereign.

Waguer, Count Medem.”

The Continental intelligence is important.
A Government steamer, which arrived at
Toulon on the 12th instant, brings news
from Alexandria to the 1lst, when the block-
ade had commenced; and a few Egyptian
vessels had already been seized by the Brit-
ish squadron. The fleet of the Viceroy, in-
cluding the Turkish fleet, was drawn up in
the order of battle in the roads of Alexan-
dria.

On the 26th of August, Admiral Hugon ar-
rived at Vouria, and took the command of
the French squadron. Two British ships of
the line were then stationed at the entrance
of the Dardanelles, . waiting to escort a smal
Turkish squadron, carrying 4,000 soldiers,
and proceeding to Cyprus. The squadron
left Constantinople on the 20th.

The Morning Chrouicle announces, that
the ratifications of the convention of the 5th
July, between Turkey, Austria, Prussia,
Russia and England, were yesterday exchan-
ged at the foreign Office.

HAarnirax, 3d October, 1840.
GENERAL ORDERS.

No. 1.—The Lieutenant General Command-
ing, being about to return to England, directs,
in conformity with instructions from the General
Commanding in Chief, that the followitng ar-
rangements shall take effect on bis dedarture un-
til further vrders : —

1. The command of the Troops in Nova Sco-
tia, New Brunswick and their Dependencies,
will devolve on His Excellency Major General
Sir John Harvey, K. C. B. & K. C. H., the
Head Quarters of the Command being transferred
to New Brunswick.

2. Colonel 8melt, 37th Regimeat, will take
charge of the Troops stationed in Halifax, &ec.

3. The Heads of departivents at Halifax wiil
report to and peceive orders from Major Geneyal
Sir John Harvey, on all subjects connected with
the Service, in the command.

4. Lieutenant Arthur Wellington Campbell,
14th Regiment, who accompanies the Lleute-
nant General to England, will deliver over the
charge of the Military Secretary’s Office to Mr.
A. G. Blair, First Clerk in the Department,
until a Successor to Lieutenant A. W. Camp-
bell shall be'appointed by Major General Sir John
Harvey.

The Lieutenant General cannot seperate him-
self from the Troops he has so long commended,
without requesting His Excelleucy Major Gene-
ral Sir John Ha 7, toaccept his best thanks

i for the aid and assistance he has so often received
from him. His best thanks are also due to the

iial, tor the zeal and
1ly displayed in the

discharge of their respective duties; he will ever
remember with satisfaction that, that during a
period of more than six years, the Officers ser-
ving under his orders have been distinguished
—on some occasions, particularlyin New Bruns-
wick, under very trying circumstances—for
zeal, judgemeni and discretion,

To non-commissioned Officers and Soldiers the
Lieutenant General Commanding desires also to
express his high approbation of their general
good conduct, qualified only by a feeling of deep
regret for the proneness that has at times pre-
vailed among them, to desert the Standavds of
their Country—a crime at once disgraceful to
them as Men, as Soldiers, and as Christians.—
This, with a disposition to indulge too freely in
the use of spirituousliquors, to which mostother
irregularities may be (raced, arefibe only seri-
ous crimes which the Lieutenant General has
had to notice and repress during bis Command,
—and he now, at parting earnestly and solemuly
entreats the Troops to eubdue propensities,
which, while they destroy character happiness,
and health,.have thrown a shade over the bright
and noble qualitics for which the British Scldier
has ever been distinguished.

The Lieutenant General now bids an affecti-
onafe farewell to the I'roops under his command,
and assures them, collectively andindividually,
that they will ever have his best wishes for their
welfare and prosperity.

The mail  was brought out by the Caledo-
nia, steamer which arrived at Halifax on
Phursday morning, after a passage of eleyen

The first October mail which has now
been at sea a week, having been despatched
on Saturday last; will probably bring some
news of proceedings with reference to“('hina,
and soniething definite as to the Eastern
question, whichitis not at all impossible mnay
yet terminate in war; although a desire for
peace, evidently actuates the governments
of France and England. 7

Probably much of the excitement in France,
may have been caused by a desire to divert
the minds of the people from domestic con-
cerns at the present mowment, when the re-
mains of the Emperor NarorLeox are about
to be carried to France; where many fiery
spirits of the revolution are still to be found,
anxious for a return of those stirring times,
which rendered their country an object of
fear and hostility throughout Europe. And
thus while preparations are making for a fo-
reign war, the city of Paris is to be fortified,
to guard against domestic treason.

Lord Farkrasp was sworn in at Halifax
on Wednesday last, as Lieut. Governor of
the Province of Nova Seotia, and immediate-
ly assunied the reigns of government; when
it will be seen that four of the Executive
Council, gentlemen highly respectable as
members of society and in private life, but
who felt pledged to support the former mea-
sures of that body, were requested to retire ;
and another who had recently been called to
take his seat, was required to appeal to the
constituency of the country for one in the
ITouse of Assembly, it being the intention of
Her Majesty’s ministers “to conduect the go-
vernment of the country in accordance with
the understood wishes of the people.”

We obserye also that the Attorney General
will not be permitted again toact as Speaker
of the Assembly. It is not improbable there-
fore that Mr. Howe will be elevated to that
station, who itis stated will have a seat in
the Executive Council.

We understand that the Reyv. Mr. CAamep-
EELL, whorecently arrived from Erngland, will
have the vacant Church at Douglas; having du-
ring the short tiiue he has been in the Province,
rendered himself highly acceptatle tothe mem-
bers of the established church in that quarter.

Itis also rumouied that the Rev. BArTIsT
Noxw, will probably be elevated to the Bishop-
ric of New Brunswick; and we think we can-
not afford better evidence of our desire to see
the Church of England attain that rank and cha-
racter, which it should maintain in these Pro-
vinces, than by expressing the pleasure we feel
at seceing clergymen of the establishment ap-
pointed. to administer to the spiritual wants of
its members, who are divested of those ultra
uotiens, to which the people of these colonies
are so generally opposed ; and which are every
where inimical to the advancement of true reli-
gion.

It never rains but it pours, is an adage ot
which the good people of St. John are at
present realizing the truth. Not content
with having the military-head quarters trans-
ferred to New Brunswick, they are now run-
ning wild with the idea, that the two Pro-
vinces are to be united; and that St. Jobn
will be the future capital.

It will be quite time enough to contend a-
bout where the seat of government shall be
placed; when such ‘an absard amalgamation
as that referred to takes place. Meantime
however, it may be as well to state, that in
all the propositions that have been made to
reunite these colonies. Amherstatthe head of
the Bay of I'unday, and in Nova Scotia, has
been deemed the most proper place for the
seat of Governinent. The reasons why that
place should be selected, are powerful and
conclusive. 3

We cannot believe however that any such
scheme is in conternplation ; but should we
understand that such is the case, shall take
an early opportunity of devoting a portion of
this Journal to the considerstion of the sub-
jeet; and explain why we think such a
measure would be impolitic and improper,
It appears that the Commissioners, who were
appointed by the Lieut. Governor to report upon
the practicability of running a daily mail be-
tween Halifax and St. John ; have received in-
formation which satisfies them that it can be run
from St. John and Annapolis during nine months
in the year; and from that city to Indian Point,
—the place on the opposite side of Digby Gut,
to which we recently referred,—during the re-
maining three months.

This informationis highly satisfactory, and the
line will doubtless be adopted ; but it is of im-
portance, so far as the carrying of the mail is
concerned, that the route by Windsor should
not be neglected. Late in the autumn and ear-
ly in the spring, it is almost impossible to tra-
vel the roads in these Provinces; and hence
much delay will take place, unless a steamboat
during those seasons, shall receive and deliver
at a short distance froin Halifax, the Canada and
New Brunswick mails, which are of very con-
siderable magnitude. :

Preparatory measures should also be adopted
for transmitting the former, from St. Jobn to
this place and hence to Quebec, during the
winter ; as we are satisfied the present arrange-
ments will be found entirely inadequate.

POSTAGE ON LETTERS TO
In our last we made some observations
with reference to the hardship, where per-
sons sending letters from this Province, arc
called upon to prepay part of the postage
liere ; and have since et with a copy of the
Royal Gazette published by Mr. Hows at
Halifax, in which thereis inserted an official
notification from the General Post Office at
Quebec upon the syhject, and from which
we copy the following extract. Tt is difficult
to conceive how that gentleman could venture
in the face of'such a notification, to issue in-
struetions of a contrary nature.

(provided the samé do not excecd half an ounce
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
