Discovery of the Antarctic Continent.—An in-
teresting rather than important geographical
discovery has this year been made in the
Southern Autartic Ocean, of an island or
continent with a coast of 1,700 miles from
east to west, but so far to the south as 64 to
66 deg. ; it will be unavailable for tillage or
settlement, though highly useful for seal and
whale fishery. The most singular coincidence
is, that it was discovered by the Freneh and
Americans on the same "day, January 19,
1840, at the distance of 720 miles from each
other. By reference to the map, it will be
seen that the above discoveries are in the
longitude of New South Wales, and a conti-
uuation most probably of the same continent;
for a geries of large islands was discovered in
1830 by Mr. John Briscoe, of the navy, who,
when commanding the brig “ Tula,” on a seal-
ing voyage, fell in with land m lat. 67, long.
50 (that of the Mauritius), and coasted it for
300 miles. He was also driven off by'severe
{ weather and icebergs.—Sydney Herdald.

FROM LATE ENGLISH PAPERS,

THE REVENUE,

The returns of the revenue up to the 5th
of July, are calculated to dispel the appre-
hensions excited by the gloomy predictions
of Tory finaneiers, and to ereate a feeling of
confidence in the resources ot the country,
and the soundness of those views of finan-
cial policy which have been acted upon by
the Whigs ever since their'accession to pow-
er in 1830, Instead of the deficiency of 6,
000,000%. so confidently predicted by Mr.
Herries, the revenue for the year ending Ju-
ly, 1840, exceeds that of any“preceding year.
Yes, notwithstanding the loss occasioned by
the reduction of the rates of postage, the re-
venue of this “bankrupt country, ruined by
ten years of incapable Whig administration,”
actually amounts to 43,825,717l exceeding
by 279,3644. that of the preceding year, and
by 595,620L the revenue of the year ending
July 5, 1837, which included a period of ex-
traordingry and fictitious prosperity. The
Whigs were enabled, during the first six
years of their administration, to reduce the
taxation of the country by the extraordinary
amount of very nearly 7,000,000l. Among
their reductions were comprised several,
such as the duties on coals carried coastwise,
on printed cottons, candles, soap, houses,
windows, and other articles, which affected,
in an especial manner, the comfort of the
labouring classes, and the industrial interests
of the country.

The effect of these reductions is now seen.
Extraordinary circumstances having arisen
to require an increased expenditure in our
naval and military establishments, while at
the same time the great measure of negro e-
mancipation entailed an additional charge of
800,000.. per annum on the country, and the
boou of penny postage conceded in compli-
ance with the uniyersal wish of the nation,
reduced an important branch of the revenue
from 1,500,000 to 500,000L the resources of
the country and the soundness of the finan-
cial principles of the Whigs underwent a se-
vere trial. From this trial they have come
out triumphant. It is now matter of demon-
stration that the unparalleled increase of the
capital, manufactures, industry, and com-
mercial activity of the country, since the ac-
cession of the Whigs to power, has more
than sufficed to meet the emergency of the
situation, and that the increased productive-
ness of the great branches of the revenue is
sufficient to afford a certain guarantee of the
ability of the country to discharge all its ob-
ligations, without the necessity of resorting
to painful and extraordinary efforts, In the
mean time we feel assursd that all well-
wishers of their country will unite with usin
congratulations upon the signal falsification
of the prophecies which announced her ruin
and in the hope'that, if such are the result
of the last ten years of “ Whig blundering,”
she may be preserved for the next ten years
to come from the profound financial sagacity
of such accomplished Chancellors of the Ex-
chequer as Messrs. Goulburn or Herries.—

LORD STANLEY.

So far as any further active measures on
the part of the Conservatives in the House of
Coinmons are implicated, the sessiou ot 1840
may now be considered atan end. Lord
Stanley on Monday evening announced his
intention of withdrawing the much, but hi-
therto vainly, contested Registration Bill for
Ireland ‘until the next session, because he
despaired of carrying it in the House of Lords
during the short period of the present which
still remained before him. His lordship na-
turally enough enumerated the fearful delays

{and obstacles which had been interposed to

the steady progress-of his bill, and which
had thus unavoidably retarded the committal,
until the 18th of May, of a measure which
had been read a second time so early as the
25th of March.. The noble lord further
dwelt with lively and heart-stirring satisfac-
tion on the number of divisions which he
had encountered, wherein the whole combi-
ned force of the government, including that
of O'Connell (who indeed is the govern-
ment,) had been arrayed against his bill, in
one of ‘which only had the ministers been
successful, being defeated in nine battles out
of ten. The points which Lord Stanley con-
ceives to have been established by the seve-
ral victorious divisions alluded to, and which
he holds to be available for some future day,
are the full assent given by the House of
Commons to the necessity of some remedy
for the horrors of the existing system of re-
gistration—the preference due to the noble
lord’s remedy, as compared with that prof-
fered by the Queen’s ministers—the expedi-
ency of confining the subject matter of a re-
gistration bill to the business of registration
alone, keeping separate all regard to the a-
mount of qualification, or to the nature of
the franchise ; and lastly, the superior secu-
rity and fitness of an annual period for regis-
tering votes to the quarterly period which
exists at present.

We must here observe, and with the ut-
most deference towards Lord Staunley, that
if he deemed it an advantage to put on record
before the country the triumphs which he
had wrung from ministers by means of suc-
cessive majorities in the House of Commons,
it would have cost the noble lord but a small
exertion, and the Conservative party but a
very slight additional expense of tithe, dili-
geuce, or self-devation, to try whether fhey
could not swell the catalogue by further i-
tems, inuo degree less valuable than those
which he already adduced, inasmuch as one

current week have won for him not ouly anf
appeal from the assistant barrister to the jud-
ges, but the still more solid benefit of an ap-
peal against fabricated votes, originally regis
tered through fraud, as well as ‘against
groundless objections.

are sure not more vigorous or skilful—hands.

There was one topic judiciously sclected
by Lord Stanley for the occasion of what we
fear may not improbably prove to be his fare-
well address to the Conservatives of the
House of Commons—namely, the gratitude
so justly due, both by the noble lord and by
the country, to that great body of 820 gen-
tlemen, for the cordial, gallant, and indefat-
igable support which’he received from them
and for ‘their exemplary attention to parlia-
mentary duties during six long months ot a
streruous and laborious session. The noble
member for North Lancashise pays a com-
pliment richly and manfully earned, when
he describes the attendance of Conservatives
since last January to be what never was sur-
passed, if equalled. The apparent composi-
tion of the party too, is such as would natu-
rally leave a wide margin for calculations of
more or less idleness and distraction, Men
of a cluss, generally speaking, beset by so-
cial blandishments. and allurements, sur-
rounded by the temptations of luxury, brought
up with strong tastes for athletic sport and
various amusement, to the number of consi-
derably more than 800, were found, as the
session advanced, with daily increasing punc-
tuality at their posts, under the most irksome
circumstances and trying inducéments to ab-
sent themselvos. To so praiseworthy a pitch
was this sense of duty carried, that on some
of the more recent divisions not a single de-
faulter could be named '—Times.

TORY TRUTHS.

" At a meeting in the county of Meath to ad-
dress the Queen upon her preservation from
the blow aimed at her life, Mr. Naper (a
Conservative, who proposed the address) de-
precated the introduction of any political al-
lusions on such an oceagion ; and the grounds
on which he did so are worthy of all atten-
tion :—¢ This? he said, “ was no political
meeting, but a pnion of all parties, assem-
bled to condemn, as loudly as possible, the
atrocious attempt Jately made., But he could
not conceal this fact, that unfortunately, when
they did express their political feelings, they
were not sufficiently temperate in their lan-
guage,’ He would advise them to be always
temperate in their language, for the great
probability was, that the use of intemperate
language, had caused the attack on her Ma-
jesty’s life.”

Archdeacon Pakenham (the Duke of Wel-
lington’s brother-in-law), and all the tory
gentlemen of the county; thus demonstrat-
ing that the impression is not confined to the
mere friends of the Queen’s government, as
to the dangerous tendency of those inflam-
matory harangues against her Majesty’s por-
son and dignity, which we have so often had
occasion to reprobate during the past year.—

TREATIES WITH TURKEY AND
AUSTRIA.

To attain objects of the highest importance
to this country, we are not disposed to quar-
rel with commercial connections conceived
in a broad and liberal spirit; hut every
branch of the community, whethier it be con-
nected with the shipping, the manufacturing
or the general political interests of Great
Britain, has a right to demand that such
treaties should be comprehensible, rational,
and effectual—not such treaties as that with
Tarkey, which, as we demontrated last
week, is literally driving the British mer-
chant out of Egypt and Syria; not such trea-
ties as this with Austria, ill-explaived in-
complete, and illegal, made only to be boas-
ted of at the time of ratification, and stripped
by mismanagement of all the consequences
which might have been attached to it. Ne-
ver did any treaty stand in greater need of
vigilant enquiry, and even legislative enact-
ment, to bring it into full operation ; at the
same time ywe firmly believe that the dispo-
sitions of the Austrian government were, and
still are, so favorable to England, that no-
thing but bare ignorance or wilful neglect on
our side could have left it so unproductive.—
T'tmes.

STANLEY STAYED.

The Tories are taken aback by their new lea-
der, just as they were growing very jubilant.

The government has been
so beaten and humbled that, as an opposition
chieftain, he must give it time to recover. The
House has divided so often in bis favour that he
ig clearly of opinion against its dividing on his bill
any more.

reer with ¢a degree of cordiality and enthusiasm
unprecedented in the history of any country.”
The cry arose loudly, ¢ On, Stanley, on!” when
amid the aclamations, his lordship cooly ejacu-
lates, like the furtive Scot detected in the act of
scaling an orchard wall, « I’m just going back
again.”” The destiny of Toryism is to be baffled
jockeyed, hoaxed, by its own champions and
leaders. ;
After all the excitement produced by promiss
ed novelty in the plan of parliamentary war-
fare ; after threatening that ministers should be
cut up and cut down, and plunged from obstruc-
tion into destruction, the whole mentality of the
party is dislocated and obfuscated by his Jord-
ship’s ¢ exceeding sorrow that any act of his
should be productive of inconvenience to the
public business of the Hovse.” He never tho’t
of that before, we suppose; and how he comes
to think ofit now must be a sore mystery {o
those who ¢ cordially’? undertook to supporthim
in quashing all business unqss its management
were transferred to themselves.

It is cut and run, and at
such a moment too! The Tories may rely upon
it that, by whatever means they are stimulated
to ¢ enthusiasm,” and inspired with those hopes
of office which are essential to their existence
as a party, their leaders are deeply convinced °
of the impossipility of their conducting the go-
vernment of this country. On any other suppo-
sition their conduct would be traitorous to their
party, and their professed principles. Hence
this series of magnificent commencements and
impotent conclusions. Thus will they goon, and
thus let them go on, till their dupes are tired
and their allies disgusted. Permanent power
the Tories have no chance whatever of attaining.
The reason is not very obscure. They have no
consistent system of policy, either foreign or
domestic. The aims of the seyeral fractions of
their faction are all separate and selfish. Their
cohesion scarcely suffices for eontinuous oppo-
sitionj and yet that is comparatively en easy
requirement. They have no moral power at
their back, nor any purpose for which they
could wield it, or by which they ezn win it
With their parliamentary numbers, with the
just renown of one of their leaders, and the skill
of pthers; with their successes in carrying or
obstructing party measures ; and with the sid
they receive from powerful and interested clas-
ses; it would be impossible to keep them out of
office, had they any hold upon public sympathy
and confidence. They have none whatever;
and hence the mortifying predicament in which
they are placed. Although the attack upon
Ireland has been abandoned for a time, it must
not be fergotten. The threatening of disfran-
chisement siill hangs over the land. The war-
fare against the reform suffrage has commenced.
The malignity of the spirit, and the formidable-
ness of the means with which it will be waged,
have been publicly exhibited. And if the re-
sultsof the Reform Act have not proved satis-
factory to the friends of popular rights, eitherin
England or in Ireland, so much the less can we
afford its curtailment. Before the parliamentary
hostilities of next session have their already
threatened commencement, it is for the people
of Ireland (and_those of great Britain too, if
they be alive to the political danger that mena-
ces them also) to show whether they will sub-
mit ta lose any portion of their existing franchise
or to endure any change save that of its greater
freedom and ampler extension.—-Alorning
Chronicle.

MONTREAL, August 27.
We took occasion some three weeks ago (the
8th instant) to call attention to the Border Am-
erican Press, with reference to the habitual
tone of hatred and defiance against the British
in which it indulged, the ¢ Patriot’ and ¢ Sym-
pathising’ schemes it fostered, and the spirit of
hostility and outrage upon the Camadas it was
calculated to engender amongst the,_American
border population The results of tHese efferts
are beginning to show themselves. To words,
deeds have succeeded; and a system of incen-
diarism has been commenced, which if means
of prompt suppression be not found, will render
dwelling or settlement within twelve miles of
the frontier line impossible, and probably light
up the flames ot war between the two coun-
tries. The diabolical ohject of the incendiaries
seems to be to destroy the housed crops, leav-
ing the owner to sustain the cost of cultivation
and harvesting before he sees the fruit of his la-
bour destroyed. i
Ve showed yesterday that the legal authori-
ties on the border will not, either from ignor-
ance or wilfulpness, commit for the destructicn
of Canadian property or offences against Cana-
dian citizens. There is no other means of pre-
vention than the fear of punishment, where
there is the will to commit crime. There can
be no doubt of the will on the other side of the
line. ¥ undreds of villains are there banded to-
gether toharass the inhabitants and Government
of these Provinces, in the hope of creating con-
fusion by which they may profit. The mob
who received the incendiaries with acclamation

{at Champlain upon their release from the hands

of justice approved of their crime, and would
themselves commit the same offence if the op-
portunity presented itsetf. The evil then is on
the increase, and there is no prevention in the
laws. Under these circumstauces there is no
hope of a remedy but in the direct intervention
