Certain Livery- 
men of the city have signed a declaration of 
their intention to oppose Alderman Harmer’s 
election as Lord Mayor, on the sole ground of 
his «¢ well-known and publicly-aZmitted ennnex- 
ion with the newspaper called the Heekly Dis- 
patch.’ They expressly guard themselves 
from being supposed to bring any charge against 
the Alderman’s private character, or to reflect 

on the discharge of his public duties ;.< still 
Tess would they rest their opposition on any 
‘consideration of his political views and connex- 
ions, all reference to which in the present ques- 
tion they hold to be utterly inadmissable.” The 
Alderman’s newspaper alone, that public nui- 
sance of the most fearful kind, is the great cause 

of offence. The proprietorship of a paper which 
< opposes all government and all religion—- 
which insults the Sovereign and openly coun- 
tenances anarchy and confusion,” constitutes, in 
their opinion, an ¢¢ utter and unquestionable dis- 
qualification.” The written manifesto to.this 
effect has received numerous signatures. This 
aspect of affairs looks threatening for the princi- 
ple of rotation, on ‘which the worthy Alderman, 
and all who may come after him, rely for elec- 
tion : he has therefore thought fit to publish a 
counter declaration of his political principles and 
religious creed. It would appear from this do- 
cument, that Alderman Harmer is, after all, a 

sound Tory at heart; and that the Republican 
doctrines propounded in his paper are merely 
<¢ opinions set forth for free discussion.” For 
rmstance, swe now know that he is, and ‘ever has 

been, “a warm friend of the Established 
Church ;’’ also © a friend to the Throne, to the 
Constitution, to the laws and institutions of the 
country.” Some of the good citizens are puz- 
zled to understand how so excellent a Tory can 
be the proprietor of a newspaper in which To- 
ries, Whigs, Kings, Government, and Religion, 

are so roughly handled. They seem to forget 

      

that one kind of ware may be offered for sale, | 

and a very different quality kept for private use. 
We offer no justification of such a principle; but 
it is the way of trade, if not of fair dealing. As- 
suming that the Alderman thinks the goods he 
sells and recommends are bad, such conduct is 

unquestionably wreng, but it is at the same time 
too unquestionably common to be matter of won- 
der. The principle of maintaining any cause or 
opinion, if paid for, is held sacred in Westmin- 
ster Hall: it is sanctioned and honored by the 
precept and example of the highest authorities 
—often at the expense of the greatest individual 
injustice : why then should it not be practised 
by the press? 

  

The British Association for the advancement 
of science has, despite the anathemas and ridi- 
cule of the Leading Journal, ventured to as: 
ble at Glasgow. This, at a respectful distance 

from, Manson House sublimities is the second 

grand feature of the week's news. The men of 
science mustered. strong, dined well, and dis- 

coursed much. They harmlessly amused them- 
selves at least, and probably did some good in 
the way of spreading scientific knowledge, of no 
great depth, among the middle classes. Itis 
not to be expected that wonderful discoveries 
should be treasured up for announcement on 
such occasions. Enough that a public homage 
to intellectual pursuits, as distinguished from 

ere maney-getting, should be paid; that men of 
the closet and men of the world should mingle 
agreeably together fora week ; and that a Fara- 
day or a Herschel might be seen hob-nobbing 
JAR the Provost; or gossiping with the Bailie’s 
wife. 

  

_ The revolutionary movement in Spain has ad- 
vanced so far and so successfully, that fit is 
doubtful whether the parties with whom it cem- 
menced will be longer satisfi ith the accom- 

plishment of the object first proposed. In our 
Posteript last week, we were enablod to state 
that the Queen Regent had attended to Espar- 
tero’s remoastrance, and appointed a new Minis- 
ry, whose views were in accordance with those 
ef the General. At the head of this list of Mi- 
nisters was Sancho, one of the members of the 

Cabinet organized by Gonzales the day after the 
Barcelona insurrection. The letters contairing 
the 2ppointment of the principal Ministers were 
transmitted to them at Madrid, and fell into the 

hands of tlie Provisional Government. The 
Ministers elect were ordered into their presence, { 
and directed to break the seals aid communicate | 
the contents. After deliberating on the respon- 
sibilities which the acceptance of office was 
Iikely to impose, they determined to decline 
the proposed appointments. This decision, it 
i9 stated, was taken at the instigation of the 
Fanta, who were not satisfied with the new 
Ministry, as Gonzales, the leader of the Bia- 
drid'insurrection, was excluded from the num- 

ber. ‘From ‘this circumstance it was inferred 
that the change of Ministers was merely a stroke 
of policy to gain time. The Junta published a 
declaration, stating thet they had decided not to 
lay down arms until the wishes of the nation had 
been satisfied by guarantees which would ren- 
der forever any reaction impossible. Tlis con- 
tinued hostile position of the Junta, and the re- 

fusal of the newly appointed Ministers to take 
office, induced the Queen Regent to give full 
powers to Espartero to form a Cabinet, and to 
bring about a reconciliation with the insurgents 
on any terms he pleased. “General Espartero 
has accepted the commission, and thus combined 
in his own person the chief civil as well as Mi- 
litary power in the state. 1t remains to be seen 
whether the General’s authority is sufficiently 

  

        

great to induce the provisional Government of |, 
Madrid to accept the conditions he may offer 
or whether that body, having tasted of power, 
may not be disposed to retain it as long as they 
can. The liberal party in Spain is split into 
three divisions: one of which supports the Con- 
stitutional views of Reform first urged by the 
Junta in their manifesto to the Queen; the ce- 

cond’ goes somewhat further and requires the 
ion of the present regent, ora division of | 

her authority ; the third party are pure Repub- 
licans. With these different factions to contend 
against, even £spartero may mow find it a diffi- 
cult matter to restore tranquillity to Spain. 

A fresh element of discord is likely to arise 
out of the departure of the Junta from the ino- 
derate course which gained for them in their 
first proceedings general sympathy. The Ma- 
drid Gazette of the 17th instant published an 
order, which had been secretly issued on the 
5th, for the arrostof the five Ministers who ad- 
vised the adoption of the new Municipal law.

An escort with an officer of justice had been 
attacked in Algrave, it is said by Guerillas ; 
and the offirer of justice was killed, and a 
corporal and private were wounded.

The 
plea might be valid had any reason existed 
for our engaging in a war. But that on 
which we are now entering is one which we 
ought. never to have bad any thing to do 
with, The contest between Meheiet Ali 
and the Sultan was a civil war, ia which no 
foreign nation had a right to interfere. No 
British subject has suffered by that w i- 
ther in-person or property, affording us a 
pretext to interfere. It would have been ter- 
minated ere now, but for our interference, 
by an arrangement between the Sultan and 
Mehemet ‘Ali. 'I'liat arrangement was for- 
bidden, not from any consideration of the 
rights and interests of the Sultan, or the Pu- 
sha, or the people subject to either; but from 
certain considerations of an imaginary inter- 
est which some foreign states fancied they 
hal in the settlement. It is said that the in- 
tegrity ‘of the Ottoman empire niust be pre - 
served: as if the relative positions of the 
Sultan and Mehemet Ali were the cause of 
that dissolution of the Ottoman power, aud 

| dismemberment of the Ottoman empire, of 
which they are really the consequences. It 
is said that Meliemet Ali is a tyrant, and that 
the Syrians must be rescued from his grasp: 
then, why do those who interfere to snatch 
then frown it ofler at the same time to give 
him a more assured lease of power over the 
Egyptians? Who is our colleague in this 
Quixotic crusade in favour of the liberties ot 
the Syrians i—the man who has annihilated 
the nationality of Poland. 

Lastly, we shall be told that we are ma-

We perceive that there is to be a meeting 
of the subscribers to the Library early in the 
next week. It is much to he regretted, that 
sorte measures are not adopted to make the 
institution not only generally useful, but to 
give it au interest even with those to whom 
it belongs. Were an additional number of 
shareholders introduced, upon. the payment 
of from eight to ten dollars each; this to- 
gether with their annual subscriptions would 
secure a supply of late publications and other 
works of utility, which the Library does not 
at present possess; and by placing it under 
charge of the person entrusted with the 
Reading Room, it could be opened during 
certain hours every day, and would be pro- 
ductive of great and permanent advantage to 
the community. 

We believe there are several liberal mind- 
ed individuals connected with the Library, 
who are favourable to this plan, which we 
lope will be brought forward at the meeting 
and adopted : and thus prevent the formas 
tion of a rival institution, 

  

We observe that meetings continue to as- 
semble at Quebec with reference to the 
Union Law. The first which was called for 
the purpose of securing seats for members of 
the next Assembly, who would procure if 
possible its repeal, having Leen a failure ; 
another subsequently took place, at which 

{ the Lion. Br. Neilson presided, and where 
five or six hundred persons are said to have 
been present, Those who are disposed to 
give the law a fair trial had also assembled, 
and conmnnittees were appointed on both sides, 
to follow out the objects of their respective 
leaders; and if we might judge from the 
nary the Canadians are opposed by those 
of British origin, aud they by the Canadians. 

The result of this agitation which is to be 
regretted, will ultimately we {eel assured, be 
advantageous to British interests: and we 
trust will lead to the jutroduction and setile- 
ment of a large body of British settlers; thus 
terminating a state of things, by which an ig- 
noraut and credulous population, are enabled 
not ouly to prevent the advancement of a 
country, but ‘to perpetuate ihe elements of 
discord. 

In the Lower Provinces the French inba- 
bitants-are also the same distinct body of 
people; but being merged in the general 
population of these Provinces, their power 
to do harm is completely nentralized ; and 

i hence they cannot disturb their tranquillity, 
or suceesstully oppese tlie governmient. 

Whatever discrepancy of opinion prevail- 
ed among the more loyal portion of the in- 
abitants of Lower Canada as to the Union 
itself; as. we have already observed, they 
were generally speaking, agreed upon the 
necessity of the Union of the Provinces speed- 
ily taking place, to prevent their loss to the 
empire. And there can be no doubt, that an 
impartial administration of the government 
of the counmy, with the reform of those a- 
buses that were very justly the subject of 
complaint, and a large infusion of British 
population, will eventually render the unit- 
ed Province of Canada, a prosperous and 
happy colony : warmly attached to British in- 
stitutions, deriving every advantage from its 
connection with the Parent State, and secur- 
ed by its protection from external hostility or 
domestic treason.
