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Fredericton, N.B.—Conduct of 
the thirteenth annual = short 

course by the New Brunswick 

Agricultural School has keen an- 

nounced by Hon. A. C. Taylor, 

Minister of Agriculture. Dates for 

the coming term are November 5 

to December 19. ° 

The course will be held in the 

new school building erected on the 

premises of the Dominion Ex- 

perimental Station, Fredericton. 

Affiliation of the school with the 

Experimental Station enables 

students to gain ideas from prac- 

tical demonstrations as well as 

from lectures. 

New Brunswick Department of 

Agriculture will be in charge of 

classes and on frequent occasions 
lectures and demonstrations will 

also be given by experts in charge 

of the ' Experimental Station. 

Lectures will be given both in 

English and French. 

Students will be housed in the 
dormitory in the new school 

building. Capacity of the dormi- 

tory is 50 and the expectation is 

that the opening date of the 

course will find all accommoda- 

tion spoken for. During the last 

few years the Madawaska County 

Council has’ annually subscribed 

toward the expenses of a group of 

young men from that county 

wishing to attend the Agricul- 

tural School. These groups have 

been composed of one student 

from each parish and this year 

again a group of 15 is already en- 

rolled from Madawaska County. 

Meanwhile many individual ap- 

plications from all parts of the 
province are daily being received

will also be courses in dairying, |

by instruction in field husbandry, | 
entomology, plant physiology and | 

plant pathology. Lectures in bee | 
keeping and fur farming will also 
be included, as will instructions 
in farm management and ac- 

counting,

tion, composed of ex-students of | 
the school, who offer a prize to |
