| WORLD’S LONGEST SKI JUMP GIVES SPEED OF 75 M.P.H.

A view of the completed trestle ski-jump, the longest
in the world, which has just been completed at Little-
ton, Mass., by the Eastern Professional Ski Association.
The jump is over 600 feet from top to bettom, with a
60-foot gap in the centre, to furnish plenty of thrills

to spectators and skiers alike. The jump cost $20,000

to construct, is of wood and can give the skiers a speed
of 75 miles an hour down the incline. The skier leaves
the platform 684 feet wp the hillside. He slides 409
feet to the jumping off place; then across the 60-foot
gap to the landing trestle, 275 feet long. It will be one
of the most dangerous ski jumps in the world.
