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TIGER'S TOES.

This difficult operation was lately per-
formed by a noted lion tamer at the Zoo-
logical Gardens in Philadelphia on a royal
Bengal tiger, which had been suflering
long from in-growing claws, and was in
danger of lockjaw. The tiger was rather
celebrated for its intractability, and had
one day caused the death of the female
in the next cage by crushing one of her
legs which had slipped through the bars.
From a‘graphic account of the trimming
operation in one of the Philadelphia
papers we gather that five stout manilla
ropes were arranged on the rail in front
of the cage, each having a slip knot and
a safety string in stout cord (which, when
pulled, releases or opens the knot). 'l he
operator, Mr. Forepaugh, went about his
work very coolly, Having coaxed the
animal over near the bars, he placed the
loop of one rope (larger than the other),
on a pole, and tried to pass it over the
tiger's neck.

The rope round
the neck was now removed, and a man

himself and atiempted to bite his fasten.
ings. Mr. Forepaugh now commenced
with the rear right foot, the worst, and
- trimmed the claws of this and the others
in succession. Burnt alum was rubbed
into the wounds and balsam of fir was
then poured in—the former to remove
corrupsion and the latter to heal the
wound. The operation with the forepaws
wds rather more dangerous, as the lion
tamer was forced to place his hands with-
in reach of the tiger's formidable teeth.
Each time, however, that ¢ Jim’’ started
up the stick was’ presented to him to
chew, and when all was over the end of it
was found splintered. When all the paws
had been treated, the atteudants, at a
word from Mr. Forepaugh, pulled on the
safety ropes, and the tiger sprang to his
feet and was free. The relief was imme-
diate, judging from the manner in which
the great beast walked about his cage.
The whole operation did not exceed
twenty minutes.

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VeNTiLamiNe THE BeEproom.—The waste
matter thrown off’ from the human body
during the night frequently amounts to
two or more pounds. The escaped ma-
terial is carbonic acid, and decayed ani-
mal matter or poisonous exhalations,
This is diffused through the air in part
and in part absorbed by the bed clothes.
If a single ounce of wool or cotton be
burned in a room, it will so completely
saturate the air with smoke that one can
hardly breathe, though there can only be
an ounce of foreign matter in the air.
Yet the smoke thus formed is far less
poisonous than the exhalations from the
lungs of the sleeper, for while the dry
smoke is mainly taken mnto the lungs, the
damp odors from the body are absorbed
into the lungs and into the pores of the
whole body.
