Notes and Suggestions of Practi-
cal Utility

FOR THE FARM, FIELD, GARDEN AND
PAIRY.

Gleanings of Interest for Our Country
Readers.

A lining of wire netting will make the corn
crib ““proof”’ against rats, mice and squirrels.

Nature never intended to put an animal to
its utmost strength until fully developed.
How about wrestling boys ?

Feeders of cattle should do their own classi-
fying. It always pays to send cattle of good,
even make-up to market in one lot.

Keep the hogs quiet, clean and comfortable
now, if you want them to make the best gain
from each ear of corn consumed.

The best results are secared only by the
xercise of good julgn:t which selects the
best means for accomplishing any given pur-
pose.

The farmer that thinks anybody can take
care of cattle is generally one who also thinks
that any kind of care is good enough fof
cattle.

The breed of cattle-that will be most in
demand by beef raisers will be the one that
will make the best weight at two years old,
and that will fatten readily at any age

Is the man who doubts honestly, even
though he die with the problem all unsolved
better than the man who never thought deep-
ly enough to doubt at all?

A despatch from Chicago says there is a
growing feeling among the large traders aud
capitalists that wheat and corn are quite low
in view of last year’s crop of food products.

The skim milk of a dairy is worth more to
feed calves in winter than in smmmer, but it
should be fed warm and can be still further
improved by the addition of a little oat meal.

It appears a movement is on foot in England
among cattle breeders to promote a bill pro-
viding for the quarantining of all foreign live.
stock except such as are intended for slangh-
ter.

We are told the Texas steer, like the buffalo,
is passing off the stage. The former animals
can’t stand improvement in the shape of
thoroughbred sires and 2 demand for ‘‘Early
maturity.”

Exports of breadstuffs from the United
States in September were of the value of
$17,305,082. For the nine months ended
September 30, $183,545,005; for the same
period in 1891, $145,055,129.

The only safe plan in winter feeding is to
measure and weigh everything thatis con-
samed, keeping a strict account of it. This
is the only method by which the profit or loss
can be accurately determined.

Prof. A.J. Cook of Michigan says: We
have used kerosene emulsion on horses, hogs
and sheep, and fully persnaded that it ranks
first in effectiveness and cheapness as a specific
for lice and ticks.

We are told that a serious blockade in the
grain trade is threatened a Buffalo. The ele-
vators are reported to be fillel and there are
not enongh canal boats to carry away the
grain.

A farmer who does not believe in thorough-
bred stock should be consistent and refuse to
accept improved machinery, and all other
things which have aided in making agriculture
a better occupation than it was.

It is a great mistake to suppose that plants
are builded ad libitum from or by the agency
of the three chemicals, phosphoric acid; potash
and nitrogen. Many other ingredients are
needed, but are usually present-

The Dairy.

The following old piece of doggerel is not
an inapt, but brief, description of the pro-
minent characteristics of a good cow:

Loug in her sides, bright In her eyes,

Short in her legs, thin in her thighs,

Big in her ribs, wide in her pins,

Full in her bosom, small in her shins,

Long in her face, fine in her tail,

And never deficient in filling the pail.

This is a more intelligent description than
half of the labored essays written on the sub-
ject.

Here is The Jersey Bulletin’s opinion:
Where one owns a herd of twenty Jersey cows
it will pay him better to buy a hand separator,
fit up a dairy house, and hite a good butter
maker to run his dairy, than it wiil to send
his milk to a creamery, unless he gets cash
for it. If a man owns ten he gets cash for tt.
If a man owns ten good Jersey cows, and is a

good butter maker, it will pay him better to

make his own butter than to joina co-oper-
ative creamery. If, in addition, he is a good
feeder and has business tact enough to make
a market for his Dbutter, it will pay him to
buy a separator for his ten cows, and fit up
his ten cows, and fit up his dairy with a first-
class churn and butter press.

Live stock should be furnished with pure
water. If they are now obliged to quench
tueir thirst for the greater portion of the
year from a pond or slough hole, this con-
dition should be changed by the use of a
well and pump.
