Lake
Nepissing is on our left, a magnificent sheet
of ice, 40 miles long and 10 broad, with blue
hills far away and forest clad islands dotting
its ghostly surface. The scenery here is wild
and striking and sometimes. even in winter,
strangely pictirisque.
