The 28th annual meeting of the 

Grand Lodge of New Brunswick, I. 0. 
G. T., was held last week at Havelock. 
Committees were appointed and re- 
ports from standing committees were 
received. Rev. Mr. Marshall report- 
ed as delegate last year to the Supreme 
Grand Lodge, and gave a most inter- 
esting account of his trip through 
Switzerland.
