Farmers that feed just enough to 
keep their animals alive are losing 
money every day. 

The market in most places is not 

properly supplied with freshly made 

butter during the winter months. 

One-half pound prints are very neat 

and a convenient size to use. 

Fold each print in parchment paper 

or new cheesecloth. Be sure and give 
full weight. 

If you supply a dealer see to it that 
he keeps your prints in proper place, 

i. ¢., not mixed up with cheese, bad 
butter, and all sorts of contaminating 

articles. 

Handle your product so well that 
when your name is seen on a package

Keep the dairy cattle in a stable by 
themselves. The heifers should never 

be put off in a dark, cold stable.
