Hearing at last that Villeneuve was in 
American waters, Nelson erossed the 

Atlantic, but was lured by false re- 
ports to the shores of the South Amer!« 
can continent. Meanwhile Villeneuve 
sailed from Martinique for France, 

of his whereabouts, but reached the 
West Indies only to find that Vil- 
leneuve and his fleet were gone. The 
chase, the combined fleets numbering 

more than thirty ships, continued upon 
the vast plain of gray water until late 
in September. 

The fleets met at last, and the great 
battle of Trafalgar was fought, in 

which Nelson was killed; but the 
supremacy of England upon the seas 
was established.—Youth’s Companion.
