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Robert Ingersoll Dead. |

A Brief Summary of His Life and Death.,

Jolonel Ingersoll died suddenly of
apoplexy at his home, Dobbs Ferry, N.
Y., on I'riday, July 21st. He had
had heart trouble for a year or two.
The funeral took place on Tuesday,
the 25th inst. There was ne clergy-
man present, no music—no pallbearers.
The bedy lay in the reom in which he
died enshrouded in white with a single
red rose on his breast, and friend’s flo-
ral tributes surrounded his cot. The
funeral oration which was delivered by
Ingersoll over his brother’s dead body,
a poem and an extract from a writing
entitled **My Religion,” all being the
writing of the dead man, were read by
friends. The body, of which his wife
said **I cannot bear to put him in the
ground” will probably be ecremated.
Thus ends the life of, in spite of his
peculiar religious belief (he believed in
a (xod although he is not credited with
doing 8o by many,) of a very kind and
charitable man. He left no estate, all
his earnings were spent on his beloved
family and given to the poor. Follow-
ing is a briet outline of his life taken
from the Moutreal Witness : **‘Robert
Green Ingersoll was born at Dresden,
N. Y., on August 11th, 1833. Taking
up law as his profession, he settled as
a legal practitoner at Peoria, Illinois,
in 1857. He served through the war
of the rebellion becoming colonel of the
11th Illinois Cavalry, in 1862. In
1866, having returned to civil life, he
was appointed attorney-general for the
State of Illinois. His published works
which are illustrative of his own pecu-
liar school of thought, include *The
Geds and Other Lectures,” ‘Some
Mistakes of Moses” and ‘Great
Speeches,”
