There is an old adage in existence that
tells us ‘Opposition is the gpivit of trade’
and, we know of no country where a li§-
tle of this ‘Spirit of Trade’ is more to be
desired than in New Brunswick., A very

Town recently impgrted from Liverpool,
England, a quantity of goods; costing for
carriage from that port to St. John, via
Halifax $12,09. That is, for carriage by

_{sea, upwards of two thousand miles; and |
‘| by rail, near upon three hundred miles;

yet, the carriage of these selfsame goods
from St. John to Woodstock, (not so far
as from Halifax to St. John) was $22,78,
that is $10,69, more for carrying this one
importation from St, John to Woodstock,
than it had cost to bring it from Ljver-
pool to St. John via Halifax.

Now. It is n self evident fact, that the
retail purchasers of these goods will have
to pay all this amount of extra charges,
in an extra price forthem; inaddition to
others that may be considered legitimate
charges, as customs duties and other in-
cidental expenses. How can a country
be in a prosperous condition, when the
people are absolutely at the mercy of a
company of Uhartered Monopolists,?
~ What we want, is a little more of that
Opposition which is the Spirit of Trade,
Competing Railway Companjes, compe-
ting Steam-boat companies, theSt. John
river affords a magnificent natural high-
way; and, there is ample rogom for such
competition, 1ith the deepening of few

{ places in the stream, one or two power-

ful tug-boats might be employed to tow
lighters, barges and other freight-carry-
ing vessels up and down that stream.

The Begt Farm in the World.

This is Lopgbeach Farm, near Ashibur-
ton, New Zealand, The farm was deseri-
bed ateonsiderabie length by Mr, Hairis,
a Devonshire landewner, who spent some
time at the Antipodes, and published an
account of the farm in the ‘Agricultural
Gazette.” About thirty yeays ago Mr. J.
Grigg bought 30,000 acres of bog from
the New Zealand Government, and com-
menced at-once to drain it. He sold half
of it, but still farms 15,000 acres, the soil
of whieh is exiremely fertile. - His erops
in the 1890 harvest iucluded 4,600 acres
of Wheat, 2,100 acres of Oats, and 280
aeres of Barley. Although the yield was
not so good as usual, the wheat crop av-
eraged thirty-seven bushels an acre,
