The Lumber.

The logs have been at last set free,
and anxiety has passed away from our
millmen. The long-wished for rain
came on Friday night, and lasted until
Sunday. In the early part of the rains,
people who live along the South-west
wondered much that the river showed
little signs of rising. Of a sudden,how-
ever, the change came, the river ina
few minutes rose perceptibly and
ended in a thorough freshet. It appears |
the }'ﬁge jam of logs above had dammed
up ‘the water, but that when the
latter had accumulatcd to a great height,
the logs broke way,—henze the sudden
rising.  All the logs, about 15,000,000
feet are pow in the South-west boom,15
miles from Chatbam. The boom is 5
miles long. Most of the lumber is own-
ed by Guy, Bevan &Co,Senator Muirhead,
Mr. Stewart and Mr. Morrison, The
chief contractors interested are Fairley,
Richards and Liynch. Mr. Swim had
nearly a million for Mr. Morrison, and
this we are glad to say is also safe in the
boom. .

Rafting commences immediately, and
pretty cold work just now rafting is.
will be finished in abopt three weaks.
The millg shut down for want of logg
will again commence and will not stob
till the close of the season, 8o that the
demurrage anticipated will be in great
part avoided. About 4 weeks sawing
will end operations, probably for {he
geason.

All the logs now in the boom will not
be sawn this fall;but those remaining will
be taken in rafts to secure places and left
there till spring.  The ice would cariy
them away if left in the boom.

Newcastle,
sends us a communication, which we think
on a moments reflection he will see is totally
unfit for the colums of a newspaper. We
are never behind hand in dealing with the
public acts of public men, no matter to what
party they may belong, but we have never
yet invaded the social circle, or the family
altar, and may Heaven grant we never flay.

Both understood and. observed
there would be no friction; misunderstood or
not complied there is a dangerous jarring
To the pupils the teacher should appear
above all others; for if they know that par-
ties in authority outside, are only await-
ing a chance to exercise their authority
over the teacher, they soon forget their res-
pect and find a hundred ways of disturb-
ing the harmony of the school. Itis an out-
rageous thing for a trustee tolecture a
‘teacher before the pupils; and equally as
bad for him to set himself up as a censor of
school management when he is an unpro-
fessional man. We once taught school our-
selves. Two trustess, their hair full of hay
seed and their homespun woolly as a sheep’s
side, came in to supervise our methods of
instruction. We asked them to take a seat,
and then opened up Todhunters Algebra for
beginners.

County Elections.

I do not think our great staple industry
has been up to.the average this year.
Indeed each year it falls off, in about the
same ratio as our populationincreases, [f
this go on,one or two things mast come,
starvation, or emigration. The only
way to avert the calamity is for our
people to tarn their attention to agricul-
ture; but to effect this the Government
should lead off with wise and sensible
Land Regulations. I will be more de-
tailed though about the fishery.  The
early season on Labrador was poor; {from
September 15 to along. in October it
was very bad. A great many herring
nets were lost there by a recent gale.
Green fish carriers have arrived to St.
Joku’s lately, and report the catch a
third less than last years.

The Bank Fishery will however be
above the average.  All the fleet have
reached St. Pierre; and some have
sailed for France.

The ““Curlew’” has lately returned from
the Westward and brings poor news
enough. The catch there has been be-
low the average. For six weeks now,
there hns been hardly a bite from Rose
Blanche down to Hermitage Bay. The
Trepasse fishery has been fair; butthe
fog, and a heavy undertow have pre-
vented saccessful doings.
