The following are the details of the
fight which took place previous to the
relief of Mafeteng.  The ambuscaded
yeomanry were charged by a laige body
of Basutos, who descended the hills at
full speed. A hand to hand fight en-
sued, The Basutos were armed with
assegais, imitating the Zulus, and kil'2d
twenty four yeoman, The reinforce-
ments arriving, the rebels were repulsed
with considerable loss. = The Busutos
made a second charge at full speed,
which was entirely checked by the well
directed fire of the Cape Town rifles.
The enemy was estunated to be 8,000
strong. A Cape Town despatch to
Reuter’s Telegram Company says _ the
enemy are reported to have oc-.upwd the
country in rear of the forces whick re-
lieved Mafeteng.

A despatch from Natal states that the
Legislature has assembled.  The loans
te railway corporations and estimates
for war contributions, included in the
Budget, as anflounced from Zulaland,
will, it is expected, prove be.wﬁcal
rather than detrimental to the iuterests
of Natal. Large reinforcements are to
be awarded to General Clarke, and it is
pow the prevailing o inion that the
Government will be lully able -to main-
tain its authority in Basutoland.
