ney, Esq., of the N. W. Mira:uichi,
has cut pine saw logs from trees
which grew here since the great fire
of 1825, and 7 and 8-inch hackina-
tack (lareh) knees.  The district
reporied upon “‘extends from near
Carleton Station on the I. C. R. to

It 1neludes the heuds of
Barnaty River, Salmon Brook, Bay
du Vin, Kouchibouguae and Kou«
ehibouguacis, Richibucto, Salinon
River.”

On the hemlock tree 1n the close
of his report Mr Jack says:
