£ This is in the first place a statement, which is 

l camplately at issue with the facts of the case, as 

i tiny speak for themselves ; and which in a few 

h words may be traced as follow : 
No man who has an eye or ear for observa- 

“tion, ean be ignorant of the gigantic strides which 
the spirit of reformation and improvement, has so 
happily achieved during the few last yevrs, in that 
noble and free land, from which we so proud- 

ly as Britons trace our origin. Within the peri- 

od referred to, it was discovered by the Brit- 

ish nation ; and also wisely acted upon; that a 
brave, an industrious and also an enlightened peo- 
ple, might be rendered more happy by a liberal 
enlargement of those rights, which are born with 
every Briton : and which through life he is never 

“slow in claiming as his dearest birthright. :

placed in the crown of freedom, is in itself a “new

Passing over a vast quantity of rodomontade, 

« of which the premises and conclusions can be re- 
- conciled, with about the same certainty, that two 

parrallel lines may be brought to meet; I come 
to that part of his communication, where he con- 
trhsts the conduet of a former Lieut.

Sir,—On perusing your last Sentinel, 

I there saw the remarks of an Emigrant 
respecting the manner in which the Crown 
Lands are to be obtained at present, and 
upon making enquiry I have found it to be 
pretty correct. Now, Sir, 1 hope that 
every honest well meaning ‘man when he 
considers the mature of the case, will ac- 
quiesce with me when ['say, that this mode 
of granting the Wilderness Land is not at 
all favorable to'emigration, and much less 
to the settlement of the country. 
‘Let us but for a moment consider the 

case of the British emigrant, landing upon 
our shore; converse with him, he will tell 
you his prospects were to get a home in the 
country, and it is this induces the poor man 
to leave the land of his nativity, and en- 
counter the perils of the deep, with all that 
is dear to him in this life, his wile and 
children, : 

Then, Sir, consider how great the disap- 
pointment of that poor man must be, when 
he finds he has not the available means of 
settling himself on a farm, which has been 
the sole object of his thoughts long before ; 
his mind thzu becomes reckless, and if'he 
has a few coppers left, “he is but too apt to 
spend them “in a wrong way. Now, Sir, 
should -it not be the duty of every man, 
who may haveit in bis power to facilitate 
the settlement of the wilderness; to enable 
the poor “industrious man to make bim a 
home “in the country. This, Sir, isnot a 
case that requires much argument, although 
much might be adduced; but as bas been 
remarked, is one of too much importance 
to be lightly overlooked. The calculation 
Sir, of pounds shillings and penee, are but 
of a minor consideration, when compared 
with the settlement of the country, how- 
ever this may be attended to, and the other 
not neglected; for as the Ewigrant remarks, 
instead of the money being made dormant, 
it may be made to bring in full interest, and 
atthe same time facilitating the settiement 
of the country, augmenting the funds of the 
casual revenue, and enabling the poor man 
to make a home for himself and his family, 
under the same paternal Government which 
he and his ‘ancestors were brought up. 
This, Sir, 1s a great consolation to every 
British subject, and those to whom it would 
be so, the country is quite as well without 
them. 

«f only hope Sir, the matter may be so 
arranged, that every British subject on his 
arrival here, may have it in his power to 
become a settler in the country without any 
distinction of person. 

Say, let every man have one hundred a- 
eres upon certain conditions; and those 
that have mouvey to purchase more, let them 
not be denied the boon. Let those in au- 
thority act as just stewards of their master’s 
goods, and ever keep in view. the golden 
rule.—Let them look back and see what 
has been done formerly for emigrants; three 
years provisions given them with farming u- 
tensils, and even nails to build their houses; 
and new they wont allow a poor settler an 
acre of wilderness, without paying for it 
before hand. However, Sir, itis hoped 
this mode of proceeding will be shortly ai- 
tered, and the wilderness shall bloom as the 
rose, from the united exertions of the family 
of Adam. Hoping the case of the poor 
Emigrant will be duly attended to, I sub- 
mit the same to the consideration of those 
who dre much wiser than f am, or at least 
consider themselves so. rk

LEGISLATIVE SUMMARY. 
The House were occupied last Tuesday and 

Wednesday in Committee of Supply; and on 
Thursday a large part of the day was occupied 
in considering an application for relief from Mr. 
Fourchay, contractor for Hammond River 
Bridge, and it was ultimately decided to relieve 
him from the impending suits, upon the pay- 
ment of costs. A Bill was introduced by Mr. 
Gilbert, to require that the value of lands which 

mgy be wanted for the Gagetown Canal, should 
be assessed by a Jury of twelve men, instead of 
a Commission of three as at present, which af- 
ter much discussion was postponed for three 
months. 

      

  

  

  

Mr. Palmer brought in a Bill for the bet- 
ter regulation of Parish Schools, and said the 
Bill was introduced for the purpose of raising if 
possible the character of and improving the con- 
dition of these schools. Persons wishing to be- 
come teachers have first to ‘be examined, and 
passed by a Board of Commissioners, before ob- 
taining a licence; and it is te be presumed, that 
none are recomended but those who are quali- 
fied. That being the case, the present provi- 
sion is not sufficient to induce persons so quali- 
fied to make application; to remedy which, it is 
intended by this Bill, to augment the allowance 
of male teachers from £20 to £25: at the same 

| time, to make it incumbent on the proprietors 
to pay a like sum; and to extend the number, 
that large and populous parishes may be accom- 
modated, provided the requisites of the Law are 
complied with. %Vithout being put to the in- 
convenience of petitioning the Legislature, it 
has been thought by sonie, that the allowance 
to female teachers might be lessened, but in 
preparing this Bill he bad not ventured to make 
any alteration; it is a mere transcript of the 
present law, leaving it with the Committee to 
amend it if thought advisable; however it must 
be obvious to all that a distinction should be 
made; and should it be determined on to raise 
that of the males, he was satisfied to let the fe- 
males remein as they were. 

Mr. Weldon moved an amendment tosthe ef- 
fect, that the number of schools should be in- 
creased, and the provincial allowance remain as 
at present. 

To which Mr. Hill moved, that the present 
allowance of £60 to three female schools in a 
parish, should be given to six, making £10 for 
each. 

Mr. Palmer stated it was now evident, that 
all that would be achieved was the increase in 
the number of schools—and warned these of the 
Cominittee who were-in favour of that measure, 
against voting for the last amendment as it 
‘would be tantamount to 2a postponement. 

fu fter some further discussion ; it was agreed 
to enlarge the number of schools in each coun- 
ty to thirteen, the sum to be £20 per annum ; 
and limiting the -nuwberin any one parish to 
nine.

‘Or. Saturday the House went into Committee 

on a Bill to amend the Act for incorporating the 
Fredericton and Woodstock Stage Coach Com- 
pany. Mr. Connell explained the object of the 
Bill. Mr. Fisher was opposed to the passing of 
it, as it would be perfectly nugatory, not being 
founded on any petition, and having for .its ob- 
ject to carry into effect certain views of the 
Postmaster ‘General. #lis Honor the Speaker 
thought the Committee would do wrong in en- 
tertaining the Bill, upen the mere complaint of 
the Postmaster, who evidently had a feeling a- 
gainst the Stage Coach Company. . Mr. Connell 
said his object in brirging in the Bill was to do 
away with an impression which prevailed, that 
the Btage Coach Company were carrying letters 
for hire, which was rot correct. Upgn motion 
of Mr. Fisher, the Bill was postpened for three 
months. 

  

‘Mr. Brown on Saturday presented the Report 
of the Committee. to whom was referred that 
paragraph in His Excellency’s speech recom- 
mending the payment of salaried Supervisors 
on the Great Roads, reporting in favor of divid- 
ing these roads into districts, and the appoint- 
mentsf Supervisers with a fixed selary. Mr. 
Fisher explained fully hisreasorsfor not signing 
thie Report; and the Mon. Mr, ‘Weldon gave 
notice that he should oppose the Bill, which it 
was intended to bring in. The Bill founded on 
the Report was read a first time; and the mo- 
tion that it be read a gecond time on the same 
day, was negatived by a large majority ; which 
probably will be decisive of the fate of the Bill. 

  

While the House was in Committee of Sup- 
ply last week, Hon. Mr. Weldon moved for a 
grant of ‘£140, for slips on each side of the 
Richibucto River. The motion was met by 
Mr. M¢Almon, who said he did not rise to op- 
pose the Resolution, as he sheuld be sorry to 
oppose any legal grant which might be pro- 
pesed by ‘his learned colleague: but he would 
call the attention of the Committee, to a petition 
that he presented from the Magistrates and other 
inhabitants of the Couaty of Kent for a bridge 
over the river; his motion to refer which to 
the Road Committee was refused. The con- 
templated site for the bridge alluded te, is only 
about one and a quarter mile above the present 
ferry; and should an alteration of the great 
road take place, and a bridge be built, these 
slips at the ferry landing would not be necessa- 
ry ; as the ferry would then be meved lower 
down about two miles. 

Hon. Mr. Weldon stated that owing to the 
number of Bridges which were already on that 
route, the repairs of which would annually re- 
quire a very large sum; he was fearful there 
would not be funds sufficient for the building a 
bridge across the Richibucto river, particularly 
as the Post Road would kave to be carried high- 
er up than at present. 

Mr. M’Almon said he rose to set his hon. 
colleague right, who stated that the upper road 
is three miles longer than the present post road. 
The hon. gentleman stated that he had received 
a letter from John Jardin, Esq. stating that both 
lines of road had been measured since he left 
home ; and that the upper line is enly one mile 
longer than the present Post Road; and that 
the breadth of the river at the upper road is 66 
rods, 2nd at the post road it is 110 rods, and 
that the estimate for building the bridge is 
£2500; but he. thought £2200 would make a 
good bridge. ¥is hon. colleague had said that 
he despaired’ of ever having a bridge on the 
Richibucto river, as it will take a very large 
sun of money ; and as there were already so 
many large bridges on that route, that it will be 
difficult to keep them in repair. He did not 
consider that a proper objection as to a bridge 
on that river; were they to look forward eight or 
ten years, and say that the revenues of the 
Province will become so reduced, that bridges 
cannot be kept up. If that were the case a 
small toll might be levied. The ferry at Richi- 
bucto is much used, and must cost the public 
at least £250 a year. 

The grant was (hen passed. 

It will be reeollected that Mr. End brought 
in a Bill for the relief of Pedlars, who are at 
present called upon te pay a tax; but which 
was subsequently lost in session. 

While" the Bill was under discussion, Mr. 
M¢Almon said he regretted that he could not 
go with the Bill under consideration, which 
went to repeal the whole of the Act. But if 

   

    

  

if the learned member for Gloucester, who 
brought in the Bill would bring in another re- 

pealing a part of the Act, he would go with 
him; he meant that part which refers to wagons 
and sleds. He was satisfied that if the price of 
licence were reduced one half, there would be 
more money collected. He would call the af- 
tention of the Committee to the law as it now 
stands. In the first place, a pack man pays 

£2 10; and for every beast drawing or having 

a burthen, a further sum of £4. Ilere he 

thought it should stop, as it could not be the 

intention of the law to exact the further sum 

of £4, for the sled or wagon; and he thought 

that where they pay that amount for the beast, 

there should be no additional charge for the 

load 3 while two or three persons can travel in 
a boat or vessel of ten tons for £8; which he 
thought gave that class of ‘pedlers a great ad- 
vantage over the others. He could not agree 
with those hon. members who thought they 
were a curse to the country. Where a man 
was living twenty or twenty-five miles from a 
merchant, and wanted two or three shillings 

worth of goods, they would find a pedlar a great 
convenience. It had been said they paid no 
parish rates; which must be the fault of the 
parish officers; for in the county which he had 
the honor to represent, several of them pay 

their road taxes, in the same manner as other 

inhabitants. The hon. gentleman said he would 

admit that they collect large sums of money ; 
but they take it to St. John, and there pay it 
over to the merchants; and a large portion finds 
its way back to the country in exchange for its 
produce. But the hon. member for St. John, 
Mr. Partelow, told the House during the short 

session, that St. John constituted New Bruns- 

wick, and that they conld not go wrong when 
making grants and loans of money which went 
there; as it was the market place for the whole 
country, and when St. John was in a flourishing 
condition, the whole Province must be bene- 
fitted, It that doctrine were true, the poor 

pedlar cannot go wrong in taking the money 
there. i 

The following is the Resolution moved by 
Mr. Woodward, and alluded to in our last. 

Resolved, That an humble address be pre- 
sented to His Excellency the Lieut. Governor, 

praying that His Excellency will be pleased 
to cause to be laid before this House, a state- 

ment of the number of actions, both record and 

summary, entered in the Supreme Court at 
Hilary, Trinity and Michaelmas Terms in the 

‘year 1839, distinguishing the number of each 
class of actions, and also the number entered at 
the said Terms respectively; the amount of 
income of the Clerk of the Pleas in the Supreme 
Court, derived from any and all sources and of- 

fices he may hold ; alse a return of the income 
of the Secretary of the Province, from whate- 
ver sources or offices it may be derived ; also 
the amount of the income of the Attorney Ge- 
neral, {from whatever sources derived, whether 

from salary, fees or public suits or otherwise, 
in virtue of said office; the three Yast returns to 
be for the year ending first January 1840. 

Ordered, that Messrs. Woodward, Hill and 
Fisher be a Committee to wait upon His Ex- 
cellency with the address. 

On Saturday the House were engaged during 
the forenoon with closed dors. The object of 
their deliberations was the scandalous attack 
upon the Lieut. Governor; to which we alluded 

in our last publication; and the following pro- 
ceedings we copy from the Journals of that day. 

On motion of Mr. L. A. Wilmot. 
Whereas a false and scandalous libel against 

the Queen’s Representative in this Provinee has 

been published in a weekly Newspaper in Saint 
John, called The Weekly Chronicle, under 
date the 28th day of February last, entitled 
* Another. new and improved Constitution,” 
which is calculated, if unnoticed, to bring the 

Provincial Government into contempt ; therefore 
Resolved, That an humble address be pre- 

sented to kis Excellency the Lieut. Governor, 

praying that His Excellency will be plgased to 
give directions to Her Majesty’s Attorney Ge- 
neral to adopt proceedings at law against the 
author and publisher of the said Newspaper, for 
the said false and scandalous Libe! ; and further 

Resolved, That the Legislative Council be re- 
quested to join in said Address. 

To which Mr. Street moved as amendment— 
To expunge the whole of the aforegoing Re- 
solution and substitute the following :— 

Resolved, That the Libellous ar(icle contain- 
ed in the Saint John Chronicle of the 28th 
February last, under the signature of ¢« W.” 
is too ridiculousiand contemptible in its nature 
to call forth any notice €rom this House ; inas- 
much as His Excellency’s character stands too 
high in the estimation of the People of this 
and the adjoining Provinces, and is too well 
known to be injured thereby; and inasmuch as 
it might only have the effect of giving to the 
article in question a degree of importance and 
notoriety, of which it is altogether unworthy. 

And upon the question for adopting the amend- 
ment, the House divided as follows :— 

Yeas, 3.—Nays, 25. 
Whereupon it was decided in the negative. 
The question savas then taken upon the origi- 

nal Resolution, when the House again divided— 
Yeas, 23.—Nays, 5. . 

And so it passed in the affirmative. 

      

Yesterday the House again went into Com- 

mittee, on Mr. Fisher’s Bill, te authorize the 

paying for land by actual settlers by instalments; 
and the first section which has that effecc was 
passed. Those introducing the bounding system 
were struck out; and the Committee afterwards 
reported progress, for the purpose of preparing 
other sections, providing a less expensive mode 

for collecting arrearages that may occur. 
In the afternoon the House went into Com- 

mittee, on ways and means; when the hon. Mr 
Weldon made a lucid and comprehensive speech 
on the subject, which with the discussion which

On Monday last Mr. Hill brought in the fol-

Resolved, That the Jate Message fiom the 
Right Hon. C. Poulett Thomson, Governor Ge- 
neral, to the House of Assembly of Upper Ca- 
nada in answer to an Address from that House, 

which Message contains the following language 
—*“ that he had received Her Majesty’s com- 
mands, to administer the government of these 
Provinces in accordance with the well under- 
stood wishes and interests of the people; and to 
pay to their feelings as expressed through their 
Representatives, the deference that was justly 
due to them; fully meets the approval of this 
House. 

Resolved, That the accountability of public 

men, to these whose interests are to he affected, 
by their acts, is an essential feature in every 
free government; without which there can be 

no effectual security against official misconduct ; 
and that, in the opivion of this House, this prin- 
ciple is applicable to the condition of this Pro- 
vinee, in all matters relating to its ewn internal 
affairs; not interfering with the general arrapge- 
ments of the empire. 

We understand one of the New York packets 
had arrived from England, bringing dates rather 

later than were before received; but we cannot 

find any arrival mentioned in the latest papers   from that city. 

Advices had been received at New Yok 

from Canton as late as the 2d November. There 
is a statement of the Volage sloop of war having 

fired upon a number of Chinese gun-boats, and 

killed about 500 Chinese : but we hope the ac. 

count will prove untrue; as it must lead to most 

disastrous results, and would involve Capt, 

Elliott in a most awful responsibility. 

The Assembly of Nova Scotia hds passed a 

Bill for limiting the duration of the House to
