Of the unmaking and making of books
there isnoend. A young man or a
young Wwoman writes a story or a
bundle of essays, finds a publisher and
when the newspapers give the volume a
favorable motice, often without reading
it, the author is apt to be deluded with
the idea that he or she is already enrolled
che tmmortals, Yet ot all the
books that were ever written only two or
three hundred have proved that the world
needs them and cannot 4o without them.
It would be curious to know how many
separate books have gone into the dust
heap of forgetfulness during the last ftive
hundred years. Last year editions of
77,250 new books were published of
which it is safe to say that not more than
77 will be remembered five hundred years
hence. Of these books Germany produc-
ed 23,908, Italy 13,268, Unitea Kingdom
9,667, United States 7,249, Netherlands
5,215, Belgium 2,863, Denmark 1,198,
Switzerland 1,000, Canada 735, Norway,
589, and Egypt 164. 1In these days all
books that have attractive titles are at-
tractively printed and attractively adver-
tised (most of the reviews are paid for as
advertisements) for a brief season attract
public attention, but soon they go to the
auction room or the junk shop, as *“Tril-
by,” “Mr. Barnes of New York,” and
hundreds of other once popular books
have gone, never to return. The disap-
pointment of the reader of new books is
turning him away from them, and today
such writers as Scott, Irving, Hawthorne,
Dickens and Thackeray are more read
than they were when they were alive, and
they are among the few who have written
for all time.

People who belonged to the great army
of novel readers of twenty years ago re-
member the phenomenal favor with which
