Did She Kill Her Father.

——

New Yorg, April 14. —Suspected of
having murdered her aged father by bat-
tering in his skull with an axe, Mrs.
Dora Jeffries is locked up to-day at the
Liberty avenue police station, Brooklynu.
It required the combined efforts of four
policemen to place ler in the patrol wag-
gon and take her to the station. Sheand
her father, Thomas Hannon, lived on
Atlantic avenue, and it was there he was
assaulted. He died at St. Marys hospital
shortly after midnight. Late yesterday
afternoon Muvs. Jeffries ran into a barber
shop near by and cried out that some-
thing was the matter with her father. A
policeman was summouned and an examin-
ation was made. He was lying across
the bed, the whole left side of his head
crushed in. The bed was saturated with
blood, and lying beside the wounded man
was an axe covered with blood and hair.
There were che marks of several distinct
blows io the man’s skull. He was very
nearly dead when Policeman Carroll went
up to himy

Mrs. Jeffries was extremely nervous
about the entire matter. All that could
be elicited from her w as that there were
no one in their rooms all day except her-
self and her father, and that he must
have inflicted the injuries upon himself.
She also said in her excitement that her
father must have fallen. Finally the of-
ficer placed the woman under arrest. She
became infuriated and struck the police-
man squarely in the face, then she
screamed and struggled and fought and it

due her.

Hannon died at the hospital without
regaining consciousness. Mrs. Jeffries
raved and fought at the station, and
screamed hysterically that she could not
tell how her father had been killed if she
were to be put into the electric chair for
it.

Mrs, Jeffries is twenty-six years old,
and her father was sixty.
