Not Ratified. 
  

The United States Senate has refused 

to ratify the fisheries Treaty, by a strict- 

ly party vote of 30 to 27. It is expected 
by the Republicans that they will be able 
to make political capital by the rejection 

of the measure. It is very doubtful if 

they will be able to make many votes by 

this move. It bas been pretty generally 

conceded by the fairly minded press of 

both countries that there should be a 

settlement of the difficulties on a fair 

bagis between Canada and the United 

States. Conceseion had been made in 
this treaty by both countries, and it was 
believed that the troubles would be set- 
tled for some time to come, however the 
elections this year has caused the put- 
ting of this vexed question off probably 
for another year. 
  

Murder on the Tobique. 

  

On Monday the news reached this city 

of a terrible tragedy that had been enact- 

ed on the Tobique river some 40 miles from 
its mouth at the place known as the 

Oxbow. Major Howes and family of 
Boston have been in the habit of late years 
of passing a few weeks vacation on the 

Tobique, in fishing and shooting, and for 

the purpose of fishing bad procured from 

the N. B. Railway Co., a license for that 

purpose on part of the river. For three 

weeks the party had been fishing on the 

river and were returning to Andover on 

Sunday last on their way to their home, 

when they were shot at by some parties 

ambushed along the shore, and Mrs. 

Howes was instantly killed by a bullet 

passing through her head. The party 

consisted of Major C. F. Howes, his wife, 
his son Loraine and daughter Helen, two 
sons seven and eight years of age, a Mr. 

Major Howes, his wife, one of the younger 

sons und an Indian guide. The assassins 
opened fire on the first canoe as it round- 
ed the bend, and fired also at the other 
canoes, eight or ten shots in all, trom re- 
peating rifles. The third shot passed 
through Mrs. Howes head and caused 
instant death. The parties in ambush 
were in the woods about forty yards from 
the canoes, but on the third canoe coming 
up, and returning the fire, beat a hasty 
retreat. The crime i8 thought to have 
been perpetrated as revenge for the 
Major's party having warned oft parties 
who were discovered fishing illegally in 
the river. The body of the deceased lady 
was taken to Andover where an inquest 
was held. The sheriff and a large num- 
ber of the residents in that vicinity started 
immediately for the place designated and 
began a thorough search of the woods. 

Major Howes has been for years a 
regular summer visitor to New Bruns- 
wick. He is a member of the firm of 
Hallett, Davis & Co., the great piano 
makers, in the interest of which he travels 
through the west in winter and in sum- 
mer he makes his home in this Province. 
He fishes Skiff Lake and its adjacent 
waters, and also the upper waters of the 
Tobique, and is well known to all the peo- 
ple of Andover and vicinity, as well as to 
the Indians who occupy the village at the 
mouth of the Tobique, and 18 a very popu- 
lar man. He 18 an amateur photographer 
of much merit as wellas & keen angler, 
Occasionally he brought on parties of 
friends to enjoy the opportunities for 
pleasing outings on the head waters of 
the Tobique. Mrs. Howes sometimes ac- 
companied her husband on his expedi- 
tions, and sometimes remained at An. 
dover. She was a graceful, pleasing and 
agreeable lady, and all who have ever 
met her will hear with sorrow of the ter- 
rible calamity which ends her life, 

A telegram to the Sun on Wednesday 
announced the capture of several parties 
supposed (0 be the murderers, The ac- 
count was as follows :—The murderzrs of 
Mrs. Howes are safe in jail. They were 
captured on Sunday night in a camp a few 
miles from the scene of their dastardly 
deed. When surrounded they offered no 
resistance. Their pames are William 
Day, Frank Trafton and Henry Phillipine. 
Day, is about 45 yesrs of age. The 
other two are comparatively young men, 
between 19 and 20. The arrest was made 

by constables from the parish of Lorne 

between five and six o'clock in the even- 

ng. Circumstantial evidence points very 

closely to at least two of the prisoners. 

The settlers turned out in a body to aid 

the officers and were instrumental in 

running the criminale to earth. 

A visit to the Ox-Bow showed that the 
men had chosen as the point of attack the 

most favorable situation for their fiendish 

work along the whole course to be followed 

by Major Howes and party on their voyage 

to Andover. The point commanded the 

chabnel where the waters ran slowly and 

wherethe canoes would be within range for 

quiteadistance. In aclump of buskesthey 

had constructed rests for their rifles and 

bidden by the dense foliage were able to 

fire on the voyageurs unseen. They did 

not trust the result to snap #hots or even 

to firng from the shoulder. It was a 

calm, deliberate attempt to exterminate 

the occupants of the foremost canoes, 

and the wonder now is that a single 

person escaped alive. Close to the am- 

buscade two repeating rifles were found, 

dropped by the murderers in their hur- 
ried flight. It is known that two of the 

prisoners possessed weapons of this type 

and they form strong links in the chain 

of circumstantial evidence against them, 

The body of Mrs. Howes was taken to 

Boston this morning for burial. The peo- 
ple along the Tobique have used every 

effort to arrest the guilty ones, and great 

sympathy has been shown to the major 

and bis party, 

The Indian guide in the canoe in 

which Miss Howes was, had a bullet put 

through his pants. When Mr. Lincoln, 

who was in the fourth canoe fired his 

rifle into the bushes the attacking party 

beat a hasty retreat. 

In the evidence before the coroners jury 
Edward Jenkins said he saw Day where 
the shooting took place. He also assisted 
in the search for rifles. These were found 
in an old building about a mile from the 
place, hid away in a barrel. The building 

had been occupied for a time by Day as a 
place of residence. ‘lhe rifles looked 

clean and as if had been recently shot out 

of. They were Winchester repeating 

rifles, one being eight magazines and the 

other 15. It has been proved almost be- 

yond doubt that Trafton and Phillipine 

owned riftes, When they heard that 

search was being made for them, one said 

that he had lost his rifle on a blueberry 
plain, and the other that he had sold it 

to a man down the river some time ago. 

A REGULAR AMBUSCADE PREPARED, 

Several other witnesees were examined,

the ground tramped down behind it and 
a rest for the riftes provided. There was 

a mark on the stump where the gun had 

been rested. Measurements of tracks 

alongside the place have been taken, and 

these agree in some respects with the 

prisoners. The belief prevails that Day 
pianned the business, and that he induced 

the two youths to do the shooting, 

The Indian, Lockwood, was recalled 
and indentified Henry Phillipine as the 
man he saw concealed behind the stump 
with a gun at Ox Bow, 

The jury found that'Susan L. Howes 
came to her death by a bullett fired from 
a rifle in the hands of William Day, 
Frank Trafton and Henry Phillipine, and 
the said William Day, Frank Trafton and 
Henry Phillipine did wilfully murder 
Susan L. Howes. 

The jury recommend that the aathori- 
ties on the Tobique river aud vicinity look 
after the lawless and careless firing of 
firearms by fishing parties and others.
