At first, it may stimulate the body 
to unnatural vigor ; at last, it breaks 
down the strongest frame, and sends 
weakness into the limbs and trem- 
bling into the flesh. 

At first, there may be health 
enough to resist the pernicious ten- 
dency of intoxication, so that with 
all the pleasures, there are few of the 
pains of indulgence; at last drinkers 
become victims of manifold, inveter- 
ate, loathsome, and distressing dis- 
eases. 

In the beginning, they count them- 
selves of all men most happy ; in the 
ending they confess themselves of all 
men most miserable. 

In the beginning, we have a com- 
pany of five young gentlemen; in the 
ending, we have a group of dilapi- 
dated and vulgar old sots. 

At the commencement of their 
career, they have access to respecta- 
ble society ; at its close, few are will- 
ing to be seen in their company.

THE DRINK CURSE MUST GO. 

If there were any good to be de- 
rived from the drink traffic, or more 
appropriately the “drink curse,” we 
might tolerate its use with more 
complacency than we now can well 

|do. "Its cessation will benefit no 
¢lass of persons so much as those who 
are subjected to its use. To be 
chronically addicted to alcoholic? in- 
fluences is the saddest condition that 
can befall a human being. None 
know and feel its blighting effects so 
keenly and intensely as this class of 
individuals, who from habit yield 
and fall because they cannot help the 
ruin that comes to them. 

Persons ‘accustomed to drinking 
assert that it is not the taste of 
liquor that exerts the controlling in- 
fluence over them, but the effects it 
produces. They do not incline to 
its use from choice as from a practice 
incurred in the early years of their 
career. We think this class would 
only be too glad'to be liberated from 
a bondage that now manacles them, 
and from which they see no relief 
and no way of possible escape. The 
relief, if any, for which they sigh 
can only come through Prohibition. 
It Prohibition can only come speedily 
what a boon it will be to the thous- 
ands ere they fall in untimely 
graves. The shattered frames of 
humanity ‘would feel the benign and 
enlivening recuperation that would 
immediately come to them, and new 
life would be imparted, and instead 
of the "dull and sluggish feelings 
characteristic of incbriety, brighter 
and more cheerful sensations would 
animate andenliven them. Surround- 
ed as they are they find no hope to 
Wreak the claims that bind them, 
and thus day by day and year in 
and year out they helplessly grope 

in the downward scale in which they 
have entered.   

  

“the drink curse must go.” What 
family so fortunate amid the genera 
and extended wreck that has escaped 
the drink curse ? Have not one or 
more fallen or felt to some extent the 
blighting and withering effects of 
the drink curse 2? Who can feel and 
witness the power the drink curse 
exercises over others even, and not 
be moved bv what follows. How 
many in a family that have been 
shattered and ruined by the drink 
curse, that have not sooner or later 
fallen a prey to this curse and died 
as the fool dieth.

The children grow up and 
take the place of men, while the in- 
cbriate fails into the grave ot his 
own preparation. The drunkards 
numerically decrease as the departure 
of each one depletes the number that 
much, and their voice and influence 
are forever hushed and silenced if 
engaged in upholding error and 
wrong, and they pass from sight and 
there is no one to do them honor. 

The drink curse has done its work 
and new victims must be sought to 
wreak its malignity and destruction 

| before it is content in its devices and 
purposes. 

Is there a lover of his species 
who has not at some time said the 
abominable drink curse must go, its 
very existence is intolerable, execra- 

| ble and loathsome, and the little I 
can do shall be exerted to its over- 
throw and destruction. Who can 
look upon the d+ink curse with the 
least degree of allowance whether af- 
fected or not by the drink, and who 
would not esteem it a great privilege 
if he could see hope before him, the 
ending of a scourge that blights, 
and withers, and curses, and brings 
a darkness that one feels only ni 
an intense horror and fright that 
cannet be described, and such re- 
morse that is the portion of the 
doomed and lost? Who can imagine 
even the bitter wail of the lost in 
his descent to the infernal regions 
where the orgies of the doomed and 
damned are the constant cry, and 
from whence not the remotest relief 
by night nor by day can nor does 
come to them? Who, that now is 
where his influence may be félt and 
exerted in a way that good may be 
done will not join us in our declara- 
tion that the drink curse must go? 

That we are exercised in this mat- 
ter, the more we give this subject our 
consideration is well. ~~ Wie should 
think of it and our conclusion will be 
pronounced and emphatic, relative to 
our opinion that the drink curse 
must go. If we were indifferent, and 
why should we be so on a question 
of such magnitude, and hesitate in 
coming to the rescue of our fallen 
brother when his wants and needs 
are so critical and must perish with- 
out timely assistance, and all we can 
do for him is to urge and say with 
emphasis, the drink curse must go. 
All whose influence by word or pen 
are given to temperance work, will 
you not devote your energies that 
the evil of intemperance shall cease 
its work of ruin, and declare that 
your purpose from henceforth shall 
bid defiance to and utter vehemently 
and unmistakably that the drink 
curse must go. By doing this your 
work will live and the memory of 
your deeds will be remembered 
when your bodies have crumbled in- 
to dust. 

That the drink curse must go let 
us always be firm, determined and 
unyielding.
