Several physicians at-
tended him, and they all agreed that
nicotine poisoning had so shattered
his system that recovery was impos-
sible. He is dead at the age of 25.
Up to a few weeks ago he had a fine
physique, and was believed to have
good prospects of long life.  After
his death one of his veins burst, and
the blood therefrom was almost as

black as ink.
