—a delusion and a snare,—an effort to in-
duce’ capitalists and workingmen to leave
this country and get out there, and then
find it impossible to return.

The School Books.

The question of the publication of
the books used in the schools
of the  Province is being venti-

lated cousiderably in St. John, through
the Labor Commission, which has been
holding sessions in that city for some
week or more,

Naturally the printing profession imag-
inethat the Government arenot givingthe
attention to this subject thai they skould,
but there are two sides to the question.
So far as the publications of the provincial
school books are concerned we believe
that the present government is the only
one that ever gave a practical indication
of their interest by making it a stipulation
on the part of the publishers of the new
books authorized by the Board of Educa-
tion, that the work should be done in the
province. We believe, also, a]though
not in a position to say authoritatively,
that there have been no new books
authorized by the Board other than Hall’s
Elementary arittmetie, Bailey’s Natural
Hiatory and the Copy' Book series, all
of which we believe are now printed in
New Brunswick.

The Government have, however, had a
strong element to fight against 1n making
any change of the school books, viz:—the
prejudice oo the part of the public to a
change of books, which it 13 imagined en-
tails an increased expense to the parent
m having to replenish the stock of books
for the clnldren. This idea was formed
some years ago hy a number of books
that were added to the list by a former
It is not so long
since we saw comrunications in some of
our exchanges criticising the Government
for this very change that the printers are
clamoring about. 1n justice to the Board
of Education and the Goverament it is
but right to say that no scholar has been
obliged to purchase the new arithmetic or
the other bool\s while the old werein his
possession, as the books have been intro-
duced slowly with the idea of forming
classes in them as the old books were
worn out, or destroyed, none of the old
series having been in the market for some
two years, we believe. This 15 certainly
have no reason to find fault with the
new books.

Probably the Board could not have
selected harder books to publish from
the printers stand-point than those
Grammars, even
the Geographies could hardly be as
difficult as the Arithmetic and Copy
Books, but this but goes to prove that all
could be printed here providing the
change was made.

1t is our privilege to print one of the

School Books referred to, the Elementary
Arithmetic. We wish to correct our con-
temporary, the Moncton Times, as to the
manner in which the work was given out.
So far as the arithmetic is concerned, it
came to the REPORTER office in competi—
tion with other New Brunswick offices.
The work is done under contract, a ten-
der having been put in to the publisher,

in the first case. In publishing such a
work as an arithmetic it was - necessary to
have the pages stereotyped. No wrovincial
printer cowd do that work, at that time,
and the estimates for publishing the firat
edition, given to the publisher, Mr. M S
Hall, were more, with the exception of
the ReporTER office, than the book sold
for. Notwithstanding many difticulties at
the first we are proud to state that all the
work,—stereotyping, printing, binding,
etc. was done in our own office, and only
the raw waterial, which could not be
procured in the province, was imported.

We wish to disbuse our contemporary’s
mind of the idea that the work was g¢iven
to government favorites, and without
competition.

With the duty on imported books and
high freight rates, it is probable that con-
siderable saving might be made 1n the
publishing of the School-Books in this
country, particularily the readers and
those selling at over 25 cents each.  The
printers, however are some little out on
the number of printers that would be re-
quired to do the work. The increase of
working men would be more in binders,
as the books once set up would be sterec-

for all the school-books, and much of that
would be female labor. Although if cuch
an impetus was given the book trade, it is
more than probable that the paper,
cloth and paste-board—the only articles
imported, would be manufactured here
also, which would largely increase the
numberof skilled workmen in the province.
Educational authorities see unanimous as
to the benefits in the changes already
made, and could the Government see their
way clear to a further extension of this
industry we believe 1t would meet the ap-
proval of the public generally, and would
undoubtedly keep at home much money,
now being sent out of the country.

House of Assembli.

Tusday 27th.
Provincial Secretary McLellan submit-

ted the following supplementary estim-
ates:—

To provide for new departmental bulld
ing, $25,000.

To provide for importation of stock,
$20,000.

To provide for opening up new lumber
lands 1n the county of Northumberland,
$5,000.—Total, $50,000.

Bills were introduced by Turner provid-
ing for the erection of an almshouse and
workhouse in Albert; by Alward authoriz-
ing St. John corporation to give leave that
rallways may be carried along and upon
public streets and highways in the city of
St. John,

Mr. Alward committed tae bill amend-
ing the law relating to the levying and as-
sessing of rates and taxes in city of St.
John, Mr. Moore in the chair.—Agreed to.

3Mr. Murray recommitted a bill incorpo-
rating the town of Campbellton, Mr Glas-
ier in the chair.—Agreed to-

Mr. Taylor committed a bill amending
the highway act of 1886 so far as it relates
to Kings county, Mr, Douglass in the
chair. ;

Mr. Taylor explained the bill and argu-
ed that the proposed changes were neces-
sary.

Speeches followed by Maessrs. Pugsley,
Killam, Atkinson, Russell, Wilson, Quin-
ton, Ritchie, Palmer, Hibbard, Hethering-
ton, Morrisey, White and Black. The
opinion generally was that if any changes
were made in the highway actthey should
be general and not confined to any parti-
cular county .

Hon. Mr. Blair said the government
would give the matter attention and if
amendments we found desirable they
could be made in a general way next ces-
sion. In view of the attorney general’s
statement Mr. Taylor said he would not
press the bill as -presented. He moved
an amendment providing a penaliy not
exceeding $20 upon persons driving upon
or otherwise injuring sidewalks, the parti-
cular object being to provide punishment
upon those damaging the sidewalk be-
tween the two villages of Sussex,

The bill was agreed to as amended and
with an amended title. '

Mr Alward committed a bill making
provision for paving public streets in St.
John (east side) with wooden or other
pavement, Mr. Palmer in the chair. The
bill was amended, limiting the amount of
debentures to $25,000, and on the sug-
gestion of Mr. Speaker specifying that the
interest shall not exceed five per cent.—
Agreed to as amended,

Blair recommitted the bill respecting
practice and proceedings in the Supreme
Court., He said he was willing that sec-
tions 1, 2, 3 and 4 giving coun'y court
Jjudges power to do Supreme court busi-
ness should be struck out, which was
done. The sections relating to replevin
were also struck out, so as to admit of
legislation on these matters next session.
Section 40 in the printed bill limits the
number of judges of the Supreme court
to live sitting in banc for the tramsaction
of business 1n term, and provides that the
judge in Equity shall not attend for the
transaction of business 1n term unless the
illness or absence of another judge, or
some other good excuse shall render it
necessary. ‘This gection was adopted.
After supper the bill was further consid-
ered and agreed to as amended.

The foliowing bills were agreed to: (1)
Authorizing Carleton Co. ‘municipality to
aid in the erection of an exhibition build-
ing, with an amendment that the rate of
interest shall not exceed five per cent;
(2) to amend laws of St. John Presbyter-
ian chureb, St. John, with some amend-
ments; (3) in addition to the laws relating
to St. Andrew’s church, St. Jobn; (4)
authorizing Moncton to 1ssue debentures
to pay debentures maturing, with amend-
ments; (5) authorizing St. John munici-
pality to issue debentures for the repair
and improvement of alms house and work
house of the city and county; (6) incor-
porating the Chamecook ,Water Co., with
amendments.

After considerable debate, progress was
reported, with leave to sit again on the
bill relating to the Fredericton Boom
Co.

Adjourned till tomorrow.
