[he Rev. R. J. George, D. D,, pre- 
sident of Geneva College, delivered 
an address on the evening of Feb- 
ruary 26 on the “Duty of Cm. 
with regard to the License Laws,” in 
the Central Reforin Presbyterian 
Church, Alleghany City. He first 
reviewed the liquor traffic in relation | 
to the law of God, and taking each | 
commandment in succession, showed 
it was subversive of every provision 
in the Decalogue. Tt substituted the 
appetite for the Almighty as an ob- 
ject of worship: it caused thz name of 
the Lord to be taken in vain; to-day 
the order to remember the Sahbath 
day and keep it holy was violated most 
by the liquor traffic; the jail showed 
that to do no murder was disregarded 
by those who were slaves to liquor ; 
the dealers and consumers alike 
neither honor father, mother, wife nor 
child, and the prostitute and liquor 
dealer went hand-in-hand. Go to 
the courts any day in the week and 
hear the false witnesses who testify 
in liquor cases, and as to coveting 
one’s neighbors’ goods the evidence 
was too glaringly apparent to need 
any comment.
