What the Scoit Act has Done for
Fredericton. ,

Many people who live outside of
the city and who are not particular-
ly in favor of prohibition have asked
us what the Scott Act has done for
this city since it has been in force
hare. Well it has done considerable.
It has brought thesclling of liquor
mnto disgrace. Iiven those pro-
prietors of the fine hotels who con-
tinue by hook and crook to keep'a
bar in connection with their premises.
are not considered by the publie gen-
erally to be honest, law-abiding
citizens, although possibly they may
have considerable wealth and influ-
ence.

It bas greatly reduced the drink-
ing habits of young men. Not nearly
SO many young men now use intoxi-
cants.

It has greatly reduced the places
where liquor can be had. There are
some who are selling in defiance of
Jaw but the number is comparatively
small.

The amount of drunkenness is
greatly reduced. It is now a rare
sight to see a druuken man on the
streets,and if one appears, it im-
mediately provokes comment. This
i1s much different from what it was
under the license act, when it was a
common sight to see drunken men
rolling along the streets.

It has done away with tramps and
vagaants, very few of them show
up in this city, andwhen they
get here, take the dirt road the next
day.

It has increased the demand for
labor, and a better price is paid for
labor than under the license times.
It has not affected our taxes.
There has been more money collect-
ed from fines, than would have come
in under a license law.

It has helped to increase the
value of property. Property in the
vicinity, when rum shops were, is
now much higher, and other property
has had an increase. :

It has reduced the number in the
Jail. Not halfso many now frequent
that commodious structure as form-
erly.

There is not somuch sickness as
formerly, although the city has been
slightly enlarging.

There have not been nearly as
many accidents.

The schools have had a better at-
tendance.

The moral character of the people
is better, and if the law had been
strictly enforced, as we should have
liked to have seen it, there could
never have been even an eftort to re-
peal it.

The attendance at the churches
is larger than formerly.

There is not so much litigation as
formerly.

There is more money in the sav-
ings bank, and in other banks than
ever, under the license law.

The criminal cases before the
courts have been largely reduced.
All branches of business have felt
the advantage of the Scott Act in
increased trade.

enforcement.

The Grand Scribe’s 1eport showed
that the order held its own during
the past quarter. There had been
admitted, 220, reinstalled 10, with-
drawn 71, suspended 50, violated
pledge 32, expellod for violating
pledge 21, deaths 1, public meetings
held 8, tracts distributed 3800, re-
ceipts of subordinate divisions $225,
expenses $140, cash on hand and in-
vested $750, number of divisions 49,
with a membership of 1900.

The Grand Treasurer
amount in treasury $280.

Representatives Rev. W. P. Archi-
bald and Henry Rackham were, on
motion of the G. Scribe, appointed a
deputation to convey to the Grand
Lodge of Good Templars, then in
session, the iriendly greetings of the
Grand Division.

At the hour of 4 p. m. the brethren
repaired to the Grand Lodge room,
where they met with a good reception,
and after speeches by the members
of deputation and several members of
the Grand Lodge, they returned to ihe
Grand Division; but only a short
time bad elapsed when a similar de-
putation was announced from the
Grand Lodge.

The reception of this delegation
consisting of T. S. Robertson, W. E.
Scott and Miss Annie Ackerman was
perhaps one of the most pleasing
episodes in the day’s proceedings.

DEAR Sir,—Atrocious as is the
crime of being a young man it is not,
in the eyes of Gordon Division, an
unpardonable offence.

Gordon is essentially and pre-em-
inently a Division for young wen.
In fact the urgent need of the estab-
lishment of a Divisionto be operated
and conducted in its entirety by young
men and where young men might
mingle with kindred and congenial
associates was one of the prime rea-
sons that led to Gordon Division’s
formation.

Its founder recognized the impera-
tive demand for a Division of such a
character and though they were per-
haps not entirely actuated by a spirit
of benevolence and disinteresteduess
vet the crying necessity, so imperious
and unmistaken in its tone, was
largely instrumental ia leading to
Gordon Division’s institation.

Its career has well confirmed and
justified their convictions, for to-day
fully three-fourths of its male mem-
bers are young men, and from the
Divisions inception to the present
time it has borne the reputation of
being decidedly adolescentin its com-
position. We rejoice in that reputa-
tion because we believe it to be an
enviable one. ~ We regard it as one
of the favorable symptoms of the tem-
perance movements, for it surely
omens well when a Division prospers
that is composed of members whose
moods, purposes and aspirations are
variable and inconstant, and can ren-
der efficient servic= in the battling of
temperance.

The formation of Gordon was not
attended with encouraging auspices
Dark and threatening were the clouds
that hovered near as it was launched
upon its course. From every quarter
proceeded the wirds of adverse and
hostile criticism. Dismal and depres-
sing prophecies of its early decay and
disintegration were present in rich
profuston.  The prospects indeed
seemed gloomy. But undaunted its
charter members struggled forward.
Soon a fairer sky beamed upon it.
No longer were the w:ters through
which it sailed storm-lashed and
tempest scourged ; and now Gordon
Division is recognized as a power in
the community, and ere the elapse of
many years it will assuredly be with-
out a peer or contestant in the race
of provincial Divisions for a noble
supremacy. :

At present our membership is in
the near neighborhood oftwo hundred
and of these a large percentage deem
it incumbent upon them and their
special mission to canvass prospective
proselytes; so that we have the as
surance that high water mark has as
yet to be reached.

PROPIBITION OR LICENSE,

Th: following is taken from the
Press anewspaper published in Popt-
laud, Me., the city which is always
referred to as evidence of failure of
Prohibivion. Tt is refreshing to find

ing other states to accept them,
The Press ought to know about
Prohibition, if any one does:—
“Those people who are so fond of
telling us how much license is to be
preferred to prohibition and how
much more satisfactoryare its results,
can find some food for reflection in
what has just taken placein the
Massachusetts Legislature.Massachu-
setts for many years past has had a
local option law under which cities
and towns license or prohibit the
liquor traffic, as their inhabitants
deem best. Under this law the
policy of some cities and towns has
been to prohibit. rumselling entirely,
in others the traffic has been restrict-
ed, or sought to be by license, The
people of Massachusetts have had
the opportunity, therefore, to wateh
the operations, of the two methods
side by side. Tt is fairto - presume
that the great majority of them
would judge between these two
systems purely on the results they
produced. Of course there are some
who would reject license, even ifits
results were better, on conscientious
grounds, but they are comparatively
few. Now if license has been work-
ing so admirably in Massachusetts,
as its advocates tell us it will work,
and prohibition has been working
so badly, as opponents assure us 1t
always must work, it would be re-
asonable to expect that the tendency
among Massachusetts people would
be toward the universal adoption of
the former system. We should ex-
pect to find towns and cities that
had started iz with  prohibition
changing to license, and that system
constantly growing in favér with
the mass of péople. ’
“Has this been the case? The pas-
sage of a resolve by a large majority
of the members of both branches of
the  Massachusetts  Legislature,
submitting a constitutional amend-
ment in obedience to the recommend-
ation of the policital party which al-
most habitually contrels the State
does no*, look like it. On the con-
trary it points in precisely the
opposite direction and shows con-
clusively that it is not license, but
prohibition which has been increas-
ing in favor. It will be said that
this action was a political move and
that many of the men who voted for
it did not believe in prohibition.
But that is tantamount to an ad-
mission that it isa popular move,
which it would not be unless * there
were a tendency among the people
to reject licence and ;
throughout the State prehibition in
its stead. If license were generally
satisfactory, if it had met the expeot
ations of the people, there would be
no inducement for the politicans to
listen to the prohibitionists because
they would lose more votes by doingso
than they would gain. Itis upon the
advancing wave of popular sentiment
that the politican always seeks to
get and not upon the receding.
that to say that the passage of the
resolve is the work of politlt}&psaft‘.’r
votes is to admit that prohibitton 18
the advancing wave and license the
receding—in other words that t%e
sentiment of Massachusetts P
who have seen the workings of pro-
hibition and license side by side for
many years, is setcling toward the
former and away from the latter

ANYTHING IN REASON.
