When we take
into cousideration, the numerous
points within the body, at Wh}(}h
these destructive processes are going
on simultaneously, tor days, weeks,
and sometimes years, we do not
wonder that the heart, kidneys, liver
brain and arteries should undergo

degenerative changes. In reading
a medical text-book, 'containing a
dissertation on each of the many

diseases, to which the human family
is liable, 1t 1s wonderful to note how
many have intemperance mentioned
in the category of causes. Alcoholic
bevcrag?( are surely deteriorating
the physical nature of man to a great
extent.

A mighty ring, a demoralizing
monopoly, has been built up in the land that
threatens every business and every man that
dares to antagonize its interest ; a monopoly
that has no respect for law, religion, morals, or
politics, unless all are subservient toit ; a mon-
opoly that has degraded the country, and is
bringing ruin wpon thousands and tens of
thousands of the people ; a monopoly that has
combined against all people who oppose it,
which, with a strong hand, controls to some ex-
tent the legislative department of the govern-
ment. Do you denythis ? We point you to
the records of the United States Congress. We
ask you to notice how eyery bill introduced in-
to that body for the past five years looking to
investigation or legislation upon the evils of the
liquor-traffic has been adversely reported upon
by committees, or otherwise summarily disposed
of. Look, if you please, at the effort made by
this monster ring to swindle the government
out of niillpns of dollars by getting an exten—
sion of the bonded-whiskey period for several
months, thus evading the revenue tax which was
already overdue. Then, taking advantage of
this extension, a great deal of this bonded
whiskey was shipped out of the country and re-
imported as foreign whiskey. No doubt some
business men are ready ts applaud them for their
brilliant financiering. God deliver the country
from such financiering ability, and from all men
or combinations that practise it !’

“ 3. That this Convention request the Execu-
tive of the Provincial Alliance to take such
measures as are necessary for the organization
of the proposed unions, and to suggest to the
branches of the Dominion Alliance in the other
Provinces tRe desirability of similar action.”
