THE BUCKET SHOPS. 
(Montreal Witness.) 

The New York ‘Journal of Commerce" 
considers that the pressure brought to 
bear by the bucket shop men had more 
to do with the recent slulnp in Wall street 
than the fulminations of Frenzied Kin- 
ance lawson against the Standard Oil 
men. Little is heard of the bucket shop 
men as lactors in the stock market, and 
yet it appears that they are an import- 
ant element, as it'is said that half a doz- 
en of them count their wealth by millions 
of dollars. It is alleged that they unite 
their forces to depress stock, whenever 
the market gets too strong and threat- 
ens to wipe out a large part of their 
wealth, The throwing over of thirty 
thousand shares of United States Steel 
common, and lots of eight to ten thou- 
sand shares of other issues right at the 
opening at the market recently is said to 
have been the work of the bucket shop

the rule ofthe New York Stock Ex- 
change.
