Gross Yield of of the bt 
Crop, and Yield Per 

Acre Largest Ever. 
Presque Isle, Me., Nov. 2:—Harvest 

season is over. October was a bad 
month and September was but 
little better—wet, wet and cold—but 
Aroostook’s crop is large, in spite of 
the disagreeable fall months. Then, 

perhaps, all things considered, the 
season was of the best, as a yielding 
season. Because of the enormous 
crop last season, a larger acreage 

was contemplated for last spring's 
planting, but last spring was cold 
and the spring rains continued later 
than usual, curtailing the number of 

days within which the planting could | . 
be done. . As it. was, however, more 
acres were put under, cultivation 

than last year, and; very much more 
phosphate was purchased during the 

past winter for the intended larger 
increase” “in  ‘mereage... The. conse- 
quence was that a more liberal guan- | 

tity was supplied to the potato land] 
than . otherwise would have . been 
done. “In many: cases =the extra 
quantity was an afterthought, farm- 
ers deeming it better to put the pho- 
sphate intended for other acres which 
they were unable to plant on those 
already planted, during the first hoe- 

ing and from doing so, the idea is 
prevalent that it is the better way 
to divide the application, putting 
one-half of the phosphate in the 
ground when planting, and applying 

the other half while hoeing. As the 
hoeing could be done with the plant- 
er, it becomes a simple and easy 
way to do so. 

Then again, because of the greater 
yield, last season, where the Bord- 
eauk misture, six pounc of vitriol 
and 12 pounds of lime to a barrel of 
water, the usual formula though the 
quantities are varied by some, was 
freely used, spraying machines pur- 
chased by those who did not own 
them, consequently but few acres 
went without being sprayed.

same as usual, and Japanese com- 

mercial travellers were sent to the 
commercial marts of the world with 
the same unfailing regularity. 
As to the outcome, he expresses 

the opinion that Japan will surely 
win the second campaign as easily 
as she won the first. 
Port Arthur, though remarkably 

well fortified, must fall soon, and 
when it does, he thinks the back- 
bone of the Russian campaign will 
be broken. 
Industrially, Mr. Lawrence says he 

believes that Japan has as good fu- 
ture as any nation on earth. The 

Japs have always been eager to a- 
dopt the latest ‘ideas in every line of 
effort and whilé "their civilization is 
without an individuality of its own 
yet, he does not think it will be the 

less lasting on that account, as it 
really represents the best of western 
progress, tempered with eastern con- 
servatism and moderations.
