PUBLIC OWNERSHIP.

A Defence of the System of
Municipal Control in Great
Britain.

Frederick Upham Adams, writing
to The New York Sun from Has-
tings-on-Hudson says:—

The day has passed when such
statements as appeared in your pa-
| per of ¥uesday morning over the sig-
|nature of Homer G. Parsons can de- |
ceive any intelligent person. He |
makes the insinuation that municip- |
al ownership in Great Britain is a
failure, and follows this with the
bald statement that ‘‘there is a dis- |
tinct tendency in those countries to |
encourage the American or company
enterprise’’

The English opponents of munici-
pal ownership or ‘‘public trading,”’
as it is called in Great Britain, base
their opposition to it on its colossal
and rapidly increasing spread and
scope. They call attention to the
fact that from an insignificant start
'a few years ago it has grown into a |
giant representing an investment of
municipal capital in excess of $758,-
000,000. Their bankers point to the
fact that the demands for municipal
capital are so great as to deplete the
funds of savings banks and trust
companies.

“In the past few years,”’ says Mr.
Parsons, ‘‘there have been several
important and significant sales of

gas plants by municipalities and gas
companies in both England and Scot-
land.”” Why does he not name them?
Surely he cannot have reference to
such towns as Manchester, Birming- |
ham, Leeds, Sheffield, Nottingham,‘i
Beliast, Hull; Lancaster, Newcastle, |
Glasgow and others of that class. |

There are undisputed official ﬁguros‘
on this subject, and Mr. Parsons will |
do well to consult them. In 1902‘
there were in the United Kingdom |
454 privately owned gas companies,
and exactly the same number in |
1903. Their receipts showed a faII-L
ing offi of £750,095, but they paid a |
net revenue of 5 1-4 per cent. So |
much for the private companies. 1In
1908 there were 251 gas plants own-
ed pubklicly, and in 1903 the number
had increased to 256, and their re-
ceipts had increased by £254,417,
permitting them to realize a net pro-
fit of 6 1-2 per cent., as against 5%
for the private companies.

Let us turn  to electric lighting.
There are 323 municipally owned

plants in Great Britain, as against
145 private companies, and the hum-
ber of the former is increasing out of
all proportion to the latter. TIn
1901 charters were granted to seven-
ty public bodies and to thirty-nine
public companies. There is now in-
vested by local authorities £20,000,~
00, as against £26,000,000 by pri-
vate capital.

The London County Council is
crowded through parliament a bill for

the purchase of the enormous private:

gas plants of the world’s metropol-
is, and this will be an accomplished
fact in a few years beyond the ques-
tion. of a doubt. The bill for the
purchase of the private water plants
alrcady has passed parliament. Lon-

don is building houses for a million |

of its working people, has just ac-
quired posscesion of the docks and
wharves of the Thames at an expend-
iture of hundreds of millions—yet
Mr. Parsons solenmly assures us that
““there is a distinct tendency
from public ownership’’ over there.

This is not the way to combat the
theory of public ownership. There
are arguments against it, and the
people will listen to them, but such
statements as those made by Mr.
Parsons damage tho cause they seck
to forward.

T have made a careful and protract-
ed study of the facts have talked
with the mayors and leading citizens
of Great Britain, and state it as an
unquestioned truth that the citizens

and taxpayers of that coun-
£y, . wno longer consider pub-
lic ownership a subject for
controversy. 'There is mno  more

doubt of the success of public light-
ing in those great cities than there
is here of the success of Central Park.
Whether or not a city is well lighted
depends on the number of street
lamps and the candle power of each.
That is a matter of local policy, and
the question of public or priva.te
| ownership is not involved, Cities are
\well and poorly lighted by both sys-
tems. ¢

Tn conclusion I will say that the
public gas companies charge on the
averace 61 cents a thousand feet, as
against 70 cents by the private com-
panies, and that both of them sup-
ply gas which is equal in every re-
spect to that furnished in New York.
