1783. 
Over a hundred years ago the Tea | 

trade of the (now) United States: was 
terribly excited, so much so that men, 
women and children were armed to 
the teeth with that murderous weapon 
known as the “ flint lock,” determined 
to resist the efforts ofs King George of 
England tosmake, the swallow tacks, 
thick he had skiffully concgaled in 
‘the beverage. Removed that 
period by the lapse of time, and hav- 
ing a whole century in which to pon- 
der over the matter, we rather think 
the people were right and George was 
wrong. Ilowever, we don’t wish at 
this late date to call up the events of 
those stirring times, further than to 
say, that not all the men and women 
of that Western heritage sympathized 
with the popular wish ‘to make Boston 
Harbor a teapot. Many of them were 
loyal to their King and country, and 
counted the tacks as an essential in- 
gredient of the staple of China, and 
resisted to the bitter end the uprising 
of the Continentals. But, alas! in 
vain, for, after many years, when the 
new soil had become enriched with 
the blood of thousands of the brave 
ones of both parties, and many a noble 
fellow and heroic woman had poured 
‘out their life upon the field of strife, 

“ans 

the arms of England were stacked, the 
camp fires extinguished, the t 
ceased to reverberate along they t 
valleys, and echo from the mountain 
tops. The war was ended. The In- 
dependence of the United Ss se- 
cured. But there were resis, loyal 
souls still, whose hairs not been 
singed with the fire of battle, whose 
bodies had not been marred nor maim- 
ed with the bullet or sabre of the re- 
lentless foeman, and these, whose 
hearts yearned still for British rule, 
gathered together their little all and 
set out in quest of a land over which 
the Standard of England was yet un- 
furled, beneath whose soil they would 
find a last resting place, and where, 

the hardships incident to a new 
Ty, they could teach, by practi- 

their children the 
blessed lesson of love, loyalty and de- 
votion. 
On Sunday morning, May 18, 1783, 

the little band arrived in the harbor 
of St. John, and having landed upon 
the uninviting and inhospitable shore, 
set to work almost immediately to 
make it a gladsome home for them- 
selves and little ones, and a glorious 

amatage for their children’s dom 
THE NISOTY UL SU PIUGToss or Mi. John 
is “known of all men,” and in this, 
its Centennial year, the stranger has 
but to cast his eyes around to mark 
how rapid has been its development. 
Like Abraham when he left Padan 
Aran, the Loyalist was to be the pro- 
lific source of a vast progeny. When 
the hoar frost of age had gathered over 
his locks, his children, grown to men’s 
estate, labored the more energetically 
to “ compass the land,” and when the 
old man was gathered to his fathers, 
they made him a bed in the virgin 
soil, and though no sacred urn marked 
“ the place w here they laid him,” yet 
they vowed in their hearts that the 
mighty tome of Christianity, Civiliza- 
tion and Commerce should be the 
grand Trinity in the ages to come 
which should speak his praises. This 
year, 18€3, the voice of this Trinity 
gives tangible evidence to the worth 
of the good old sires of Loyalist fame, 
and from the Kast, West, North and 
South are gathered to-day men, wo- 
men and children to do him reverence. 
The progress that has marked the 
world’s history since the smoke of the 
Revolution passed away has no paral- 
lel in any preceding age. In these 
hundred years have been crowded the 
mightiest achievments of the human 
mind—steam, the electric telegraph, 
the telephone, the electric light, and 
kindred triumphs of genius of which 
time and space do not permit us to 
speak. And could we fancy the wis- 
est of the Loyalist fathers, who, early 
in the present century, laid him down 
to rest in the “narrow house,” to be 
permitted to come forth in his ‘shroud 
and stand for an hour in the midst of 
the tens of thousands that will crowd 
our city during “ Exhibition week,” 
his astonishment would be inconceiv- 
ably great, but as his eyes took in the 
mighty progress of Science, Art and 
Commerce, that revealed themselves 
to him in the Exhibition itself, he 
would be lost in wonder and admira- 
tion, and go. back to his bed of clay 
exclaiming ‘can such things be, | 
None of us will likely be present when 
our children's children ¢elebrate the 
second century of our country’s his- 
tory, but we question if they will he 
able to show as great advancement in 
human genius as the past one hundred 
years have wrought, and if they do the 
wonder is in what will it consist.

From the Saint John Gazelle of Janu- 
ary 13, 1806, we glean some inter- 
esting information. The Gazelle was, 
we believe, the first Weekly paper pub- 
lished in this city. Its proprietor was 
Jacob S. Mott, and the office of pub- 
lication ‘at the sign of the Bible and 
the (rown, No. 16 Prince William 
Street,” ‘The glorious victory of Nelson 
over the combined fleets of Spain.and 
‘rance, at Trafalger, which was fought 
and won, with ue de ‘ath Of ‘the gail o 
hero, in October of the previous year, 
makes up a great portion of this issue. 
Every schoolboy has loved to worship at 
the shrine of the immortal Nelson, still, 
with all the full details of that memor- 
able engagement, which belongs to 
legititnate history, there is something 
fresh in reading Admiral Collingwood’s 
despatches, published in the London 
journals at the time and reproduced in 
our own City papers within a few months 
of the occurrence. 

In commemoration of this event a 
Ball was held at Cody’s Coffee House, 
which was attended by a *‘ great assem- 
blage of beauty and fashion.” ‘The 
tables” so says the Gazette, ‘‘ were 
covered with everything which the sea- 
son could produce, and the evening's 
amusement was conducted with the 
greatest goqd order and propriety.” 

It appears also that Kingston, K, C., 
had a celebration. The following are 
the particulars forwarded to the Ga- 
zetle: 
“On Friday the 3rd., a general meet- 

ing of the inhabitants of Kingston took 
place at the house of Mr. Silas Ray- 
mond, for the purpose of celebrating 
the late most Glorious Victory, and to 
lament the loss of our great Naval Hero. 
At 12 o'clock the procession advanced 
from Mr. Raymond's and proceeded to 
the Church, where a most pious, appli- 
cable and energetic discourse was de- 
livered by Rev, Elias Scovil. A dinner 
was provided for all orders of men, a 
number of loyal and heroic toasts were 
drank, with guns firing and drums beat- 
ing, and the whole concluded by a 
splendid illumination, and a ball to the 
ladjes,” 

Norton, K, C., was also loyal to the 
backbone. Here is what was published 
concerning the demonstration held 
there: 
“In consequence of the late Great 

and Glorious Victory obtained over the 
enemies of our country, on Saturday 
the 4th instant three companies of the 
King’s County Militia, under the com- 
mand of Capt. Ruloffson, Capt. Micheau 
and Ensign Dickson, with the Troop of 
Horse, under Capt. Ford, assembled at 
the house of Mr. William Frost (where 
His Majesty's colours were displayed,) 
to testify their loyalty to their King, 
and their zeal for the British Constitu- 
tion. At 12 o'clock, the companies be- 
ing previously formed with the Troop of 
Horse on their right by Capt. Ruloffson, 
the senior officer, three rounds were 
fired, which were followed by three huz- 
zas, and was returned by a number of 
loyal spectators. An elegant dinner 
was prepared on the oecasion, after 
which a number of loyal toasts were 
drank.” 

William Campbell was Mayor of Saint 
John during this year, and in accord- 
ance with. the duties -of his office, he 
publishes the Assize of Bread, stipulat- 
that the ‘ sixpenny wheaten loaf shall 
weigh 1 lb. 13 oz., and the sixpenny rye 
loaf 2 1bs. 4 0z.”

We now take up the Royal Gazette of 

July 27, 1812. By reference to its ad- 
vertising columns we learn that Ralph 
M. James was the leading hardware 
merchant of that day; Eskil Barker, a 
very extensive importer of British mer- 
chandise, salt, scap and sugar ; Andrew 
Crookshank a wine and cordage mer- 
chant, and Nehemiah Merritt a dealer 
in rum, sugar and molasses. 

It will be remembered that in this 
year the United States declared war 
against Great Britain, and,’as a conse- 
quence, ‘‘ proclamations” and ‘ mani- 
fesioes,” ete. etc., were issued thick and 
fast by the Governments of the Colonies. 
The following, having reference to the 
Indians, will serve as an illustration of 
thigimportance which pertained to the 
red man in these long past and troubled 
times :
