The Star, from which we make some 

extracts, is dated-May 18, 1819. This 

paper was published by Wm. Reynolds 

& Co., whose office at the time was on 

the corner of Prince Wm. and Church 

Streets. Mr. Revnolds, subsequently 

was engaged in the book and stationery 

business, and, at the time of his death 

kept store on Canterbury street, or, as 

it was then called, Cross street. At 

this time, Cross street, opening on King 

street, extended no farther than Coop- 

er's Alley. Itisonly within a few years 

that it has been opened to the water, 
near Reed's Point. : 
John Kinnear, at this time, was pro 

prietor of a n*ck-nack shop, and adver- 

tises in stock Plaids, cloths, muslins, 

dimity, bandkerchiefs, boots and shoes. 
and Girls Beaver Bonnets, 

Miss Narah Gage was the mantua- 

maker of these old times, and her es- 

tablishment was located on one of the 

wharves in Water street. Iow the 

prim Miss of 1883 would turn up ber 

nose if she had to go to one of the 

wharves to get her dress-making done. 

According to an advertisement we 

learn that the firm of Gilbert & Tisdale 

(Henry Gilbert and Walker Tisdale) 

was dissolved on May 18th, 1818, and 

on the same day George G. Gilbert and 

Walker Tisdale form a co-partnership 
under the same style as that just dis- 

solved. x 
On the 12th May, 1819, the Commis- 

sary General advertises for proposals 

“for erecting and completing a build- 

ing on the King's Ground, Lower Cove, 

the frame to be 180 feet long and 26 

feet broad,” the tender to be subject to 
the approval of His Excellency Major 
General Smyth. This was the building 
known as the Officers’ Barracks. 
Samuel and Stephen Wiggins was a 

rising firm in the flour, sugar, molasses 
and cordnge business. 

Reakial Dyer was a shipwright and 
boatbuilder. 
James Codnér sold Dry Goods, Gro- 

ceries, &c. : 
McLeod, Robertson & Co. were ship- 

brokers and owners. 
Gale & Cooke were Grocers, Seeds- 

men and tallow chandlers. ~~. 
J. Matthews kept the British Boot 

and Shoe Warehouse,” and in advertis_ 
ing his stock he adds, * seams warrant 
ed.”

At a meeting of the Bible Society, 
held on the 20th May, 1819, in Cody’s 
long room, at the Coffee [louse Corner, 
the First Office Bearers of the Society 
were appointed, viz. : 
President—Rev. George Burns, D.D. 
Vice Presiden's—Charles 1. Peters, 

Hugh Johnston, sr., John Ferguson and 
John M. Wilmot. 

Treasurer— Alexander McLeod. 
Secretary—James Paterson. 
Directors—-W. I. Smith, Charles Si- 

monds, Isaac lL. Bedell, Andrew 8S. 
Ritchie, Jas. Robertson, Jas. Scoullar, 
Stephen Humbert, William Till, George 
Whittaker, Thomas Pettingell, Thomas 
Harding, and Benjamin Gale. 
Before the close of the meeting eighty 

pounds were subscribed for the support 
of the Society. 

It was at this time that the first coach 
was introduced into the city. The own- 
er was James O. Betts. It was not in- 
tended for city purposes, as people in 
those days preferred to walk rather 
than ride, but its use was for parties 
wishing a pleasure jaunt to Frog Pond, 
French Village, or Indian Town. The 
charge was moderate, ranging from 20s. 
to 5s., horsefeed, coachman’s beverage, 
&c included. 
We notice a communication in the 

Star of July 13, signed ¢ A Reformist,” 
abusing most unmercifully the Ipisco- 
palians, because the funeral ot Mr. 
Thatcher Sears—an old and respectable 
citizen, father of Robert, Edward and 
John, who died in tie sixty-eighth yea; 
of his hge—was heldfon Sudday at thred 
ro’clock, alleging that the funeral was 
held at this hour purposely to prevent 
persons belonging to other denomina- 
tions who worship in the afternoon, from 
paying their last tribute of respect to 
the deceased. 

On June 22nd, a grand exhibition of 
the Works of Nature and Art are ad- 
vertised to be held in Cody’s Coffee 
House, “by permission of His Worship 
the Mayor.” The exhibition comprises 
The Irish Giant, Larry O'Brien, eight 
feet seven inches tall, and weight 647 
Ibs. ; Daniel Lambert and wife, the for- 
mer weighing 739 lbs. and the latter 80 
lbs., &e. &e. ¢“ Good music on an ele- 
gant cabinet organ, tamborine, etc.” 
What a queer taste our grandfathers 
and grandmothers had. 

From the Star of July 20th, 1819, we 
copy the following important item of 
late English news: 

“ LoNDON, May 24, 1818. 
“ Her Royal Highness the Duchess of 

Kent was safely delivered of a female 
child at Kensington Palace this morn- 
ing, at a quarter past 4 o'clock. Her 
Royal Highness and Princess are doing 
very well.” 

In this female child we have the pre- 
sent Queen Victoria, the loved Sover- 
eign of our own dear England, whose 
reign of forty-six years has won for her 
the affections of her millions of subjects 
and the admiration of every nation un- 
der heaven. *‘Long may she live to 
reign over us.” . 

From the Star of August 10, 1819, we 
learn that there was a great horse race 
on the flats on the 12th August. The 
day was a holiday, and the * sports” 
living at that time seem to have enjoy- 
ed themselves. The race took place at 
half-past nine o'clock, and was for the 
Regent’s Purse. of Thirty Guineas. 
Three horses only were placed, viz.: 
Mr. Swinney’s black g. Pelter, 10 stone 
2 1bs. ; Mr. Hartt’s bay horse Hero, 9 
stone 12 lbs., and Mr. Clark’s bay mare 
Spindle, 10 stone 2 lbs. The distance 
run was one mile, and performed in less 
than two minutes, and the prize won by 
Pelter with ease. 
There was a Boat Race on the 18th 

instant, from Reed's Point round Part- 
ridge Island and back. ‘The contestants 

It was for a purse 
of $25 for the first boat, and $10 for the 
second. The winning boat (Mr. Leav- 
itt's) was rowed by six men and six 
oars; the second boat (Mr. Mills’) by 
four men and two fboys and six oars. 
The distance was (fo the Stu» says) six 
miles, and was performed within forty- 
one minutes.

A fire broke out on Friday night, 
October 22nd, in a range of buildings at 
the head of Duke Street, owned by 
Christopher Smiler. A vast concourse 
of people soon appeared at the scene of, 
danger, and great fears were entertaied | 
for the safety of the valuable property 
immediately adjoining. Fortunately the 
evening was wet, and the wind, though 
it blew fresh, was not violent. Three 
dwelling houses, chiefly occupied by 
Irish emigrants, together with a bake- 
house and a blacksmith shop were en- 
tirely consumed. 

From the Star of Nov. 9, 18 we 
copy the following: 

DARKNESS VISIBLE. 
On Sunday last, Nov. 7th, 1819, the 

heavens and the earth exhlbited the 
most remarkable apppearance ever wit- 
nessed in this city by its oldest inhabi- 
tant. On looking out at about 7 in the 
morning the dark and livid aspeet-=f 
the horizon excited our asto~’ ty 
and led us to apprehend ory 
rain. About 8 a. m. we were more yur- 
prised to find the clouds still hovering 
around, and the light so little increased 
that it was scarcely possible to read or- 
dinary print, without retiring to the 
door or window. The morning services 
in the different places of worship was 
gone through with difficulty, and be- 
tween one and two o'clock it began to 
rain, which it continued to do more or 
less during the reraainder of the day. 
At 3 o'clock p. m. the gloom thickened, 
the clouds seemed to increase in density 
and blackness, occasionally it seemed 
to brighten up, but the gleam with 
which we were visited only rendered the 
darkness more visible, and by their red, 
or rather saffron cowplexion, added to 
the dismal and portentous aspect of the 
whole scene. The only place of Protes- 
tant worship open in the afternoon was 
the Scotch Kirk, which is usually re- 
markably light, but which was so dark 
on that occasion, that it was scarcely 
possible for a single individual to follow 
the psalms which were suvg, or the pas- 
sages of scripture read by the clergy- 
man. At 4 p. m. many houses in town 
were lighted with candles ; but the rain 
did not increase, and all apprehensions 
of an approaching hurricane were, hap- 
pily, not realized. 
More fortunate, therefore, than 

antideluvians, our forefathers eses 
with a slight fright. There was to hjwve 
been a sermon preached that nig

Everybody remembers the Old

burned a little over ten years ago. The 
number of the paper before us refreshes 
our memory with the following: 
“On Friday, (24th December, 1819), 

the new building on King Square was 
opened for the reception of scholars,” 
&c. The National School at that time 
was under the management of Mr. and 
Mrs. Bragg, and was ably conducted. 
At an examination of the pupils held 
on the day of opening, and previous to 
the Christmas vacation, Medals, as hon- 
orary marks of distinction were present- 
ed by His Excellency the Lieutenaht 
Governor to the following boys: —Wil- 
liam Hay ward, Thomas Halsell, William 
Mercer, Timothy Keghan, Joseph God- 
soe, and James Ilolstead; and of the 
females, to Miss Jane Harding.

in this City. In 1824 Tromas McAviry, 
of the firm of Thos. MeAVity & Sons, 
of this city, became an Indentured Ap- 
prentice to hlm for & period of seven 
years, to learn the art, trade and mys- 
tery of an Ironmonger. Mr. McAvity 
served the term of his apprenticeship, 
and remained in his employ until 1836, 
See Messrs McAvity & Sons’ advertise- 
ment on fifth column of this page. 

From the Courier of Sept. 1820, we 
copy the following instances which will 
give our renders a yretty gocd idea of 
the manner in which justice was admin- 
istered in St. John, and the sacredness 
in which the majesty of the Jaw was sus- 
tained We sometimes think that the 
revival of the whipping law would prove 
of much henefit in these days:

FIrE.—~On the evening of Sunday 
last, we were called to witness one of 
those dismal scenes which our pages 
have been too often employed to de- 
pict. Between the hours of 11 and 12, 
an alarming fire broke out in the stable 
adjoining: the pleasantly situated honse] 
in Prince William street, owned, and 
lately occupied by James Cudlip, Isq., 
which entirely consumed stable, barn, 
and dwelling house, together with part 
of the adjacent buildings lately erected 
by Mr. J. M'Pherson, a boat bnilders’s 
shop, &ec.” Various accounts have 
been in circulation as to the place 
where the fire originated, but from the 
testimony of two respectable men who 
slept in a small tenement immediately 
connected with the stable, which was 
first in flames, it appears that they 
were suddenly awakened by the noise 
of the cattle, and no sooner had they 
opened their eyes than they beheld the 
flames bursting from the stable into 
their sleeping apartment. Regardless 
of their own little all which was threat- 
ened with almost instant destruction, 
and glad to eseape with their lives, 
they proceeded, almost literally naked 
to alarm the neighbourhood and cityg 
and though the hour was unseasonabl _ 
and the weather boisterous, the inhabi_ 
tants evinced their accustomed promp 
titude and alacrity. The soldiers of the 
74th Regt. and Royal Artillery, masters 
and seamen from the shipping, with 
engines, buckets, &e., were at the scene 
by 12 o'clock, but so rapid was the pro- 
gress of the fire, that the utmost exer- 
tion was necessary to save the sur- 
rounding buildings. One horse, having 
been neglected, fell a sacrifice to the 
merciless element. The tide being low, 
much inconvenience was felt from the 
want of water, but fortunately there had 
been a very considerable fall of snow, 
which did much to favor the exertions 
made to save the contiguous buildings.

cloths, diapers, knives and forks, bake 
pang, herring nets, &e.; Fowler & 
Ketchum, who have received hy the 
schooner ‘‘ [ce Plant,” from New York, 
flour, meal, buckwheat, &c.; Hanford 
& Raymond, who advertise tar, walnuts, 
cornmeal and Kentucky tobacco. 
According to report laid before the 

House we learn that the imports of the

The only local intelligence contained 
in the Courier of Jan. 11th, 1823, is the 
following : -- 

“ His Excellency the Lieutenant Gov- 
ernor left town yesterday for Frederic- 
ton.” 
Now-a-days Governors come and go, 

and the large msjority of the people 
neither know, nor care to know, any- 
thing about them. But in the days of 
1823, and for many a long year after- 
ward, the * Governor” was: the all im- 
portant personage. Iis visit to St.John 
was made the subject of official an- 
nouncement, weeks before the import- 
ant event transpired; and, as the aus- 
picious occasion drew nigh, the entire 
city was boiling over with delightrul 
anticipations.” Schools were closed, and 
a public holiday proclaimed by His 
Worship thé Mayor. The youngsters 
of the time were up with the rising sun, 
on the eventful day. © The military au- 
thorities were active in making prepa- 
rations for the distinguished visitor. 
Huge sentry boxes were carted from 
the barracks and placed in front and 
rear of the St. John Hotel. The hour 
at which the steamboat from Frederic- 
ton was expected to arrive at Indian- 
town was four o’clock. After dinner the 
elite of the city drove through the streets 
in glittering garb, and with equipage, 
while the common people, in ruffles and 
ribbons, walked on foot, in crowds, to 
the scene of debarkation, that they 
might get a glimpse of representative 
royalty. One hour previous to the ar- 
rival a regiment of British soldiers were 
drawn up in front of the Hotel, block- 
ing up the entire street, much to the 
annoyance of the matter-of-fact public, 
who eould see nothing but child’s play 
in the senseless parade and sham, which 
necessitated such a was'e of time and 
suspension of industry. At length 
“ they come” is the cry that issues from 
the small boys, who for hours have been 
standing with eyes and mouth wide
