in themselves highly commendable, are 
wecomganiod by conditions the general 
effect of which will be to increase the 
power of Russia to the prejudice of Greece 
and every other country having interests 
in the Eastern Mediterranean. The tervi 
torial severance of Coustantinople from 

the European provinces still left under 
its government will deprive the Porte of 
any political strength which might have 
been derived from their possession, and 
expose their inhabitanta to serious risk of 
“anarchy. The acquisition of Bessarabia 
and Batoum makes Russia dominant over 
all the vicinity of the Black Sea, while the 
“acquisition of the Armenian strongholds 
secures her influence over the population 
cof the provinee and enables her to arrest 
“trade between Europe and Persia. The 
indemnity stipulated for is evidently 
{ beyond Turkey's means, even not con, 
| sidering the portion of her revenue hy- 
otheoated to other creditors, Its mode 
of pay ment being vaguely stated, it may 
thus be demanded immediately, left to 
weigh down the Porte’s independence ror 
many years, commuted for more territory, 
or bo made the means of entively subor- 
dinating Turkish to Russian policy. The 
combined effect of the treaty stipulates is 
to depress almost ta the point of entire 
subjection the political independence of 
the Porte. It cannot be otherwise than a 
matter of extreme solicitude to Great 
Britain that a Government whose formal 
jurisdiction extends over geographical 
positions of the deepest interest to her 
should be so closely pressed by the politi® 

cal outposts of a giwatie superior powel 

that its independent action, and even 

existence, Is almost impossible. Large 

changes will doubtless be necessary in 

hitherto existing treaties, England earn- 

estly desires good government and peace: 

and freedom for the population to whom 

those blessings have been strange. She 

would willingly have entered a congress 

in which the stipulations could be exam- 

ined as a whole: but neiiher British 

interests nor tye weli being of the Turkish 

provinces would be cousulted by the 

assembling ot a congress restricted by 

Prince Gortschakofl's latest reservations.”
