The Wheat Yield. 

Later reports sustain the opinion 
that the present wheat crop of the 
world will exceed its predecessors in 
quantity. The New York Herald says 
that “while no absolutely conclusive 
statistics of this year’s harvests abroad 
are obtainable, recent accounts indi- 

cate that they have been generally 
more bountiful than usual.” India 
has not been so fortunate as its rivals, 

it seems, but the London Mark Lane 
Express says that “if we group India, 
Russia, Persia, Turkey and Egypt to- 
gether we shall find that the total ex- 
ports (of wheat) are quite as large as 
ever.” In France, the year has been a 

most fruitful one for the wheat fields, 

and it is expected that the demand for 
outside wheat will not exceed 16,000, 

000 bushels. The French are generally 

customers of the rest of the world for 

more than double that quantity. The 
New York Herald still keeps an anx- 
ious eye on Argentina. It says: 
Argentina exported 40,000,000 bush- 

els more of her last wheat crop than she 
exported in previous years, and her 
new crop (to be harvested in Decem- 
ber and January next) promises to be 
very large. Our Consul at Buenos 
Ayers has just reported: 
The estimates of the (Argentine) 

area in wheat this year vary from 
7,486,250 acres (which is an increase 
of fifty per cent. over last year’s acre- 
age) to 5,453,250 acres, which is only 
ten per cent. increase. The wheat 
looks well. 

All this proves the wisdom of the 
farmers of Ontario in turning their at- 
tention with what rapidity they may 

to other crops. Unless a great war or 
a great drougth or some other disaster 

crashes through the calculations of 
men, it seems likely that wheat rais- 
ing will gradually be driven into the 
hands of those controling wide stret- 
ches of cheap land or unlimited quan- 
tities of cheap labor. In such a case, 
our eastern farmers will easily find 

other avenues for their industry; but 

they will need a little wise Govern- 
ment paternalism during the revolu- 

tion.—Montreal Star.
